Steve-Baird: Syndey: I'm going to attempt to get into a discussion about how young epople can get invovled in the global campaign against HIV

Steve-Baird: I wast to start by asking "Cant I as an individual do anything to halt and reverse th e spread of HIV" I want us to ask ourselves that now

jesslangille: Hello from Edmonton...one of the issues that I see facing youth today is the limited amount of resources we have in regard to finances andime.  This is leading to youth "choosing" between issues to tackle.  What strategies can we use to connect all of the global issues facing youth and mobilize the global youth community? and how can we bring HIV/AIDS to the forefront? 

Steve-Baird: I want to point this out - that the gov't can do much more than what it is doing at the moment

Steve-Baird:  Helenka:Someone in the chat made a comment about "how is the media making HIV/AIDS look like a "3rd world issue"

knubercyke: if i may comment on that last question i think the reality is that HIV/AIDs is not a political issue

jesslangille: in response to Helenka - a national wide campaign or effort was

sammykissi: In most of the developing world, i would not say the problem has been over publicity but rather the lost on what areas have to be prioritised and given the neccessary attention. If harnessed well the media and media people can be key allies in holding governments accountable

jesslangille: (continued) supposed to come out of UNGASS, not only for youth, but for AIDS Service Organizations across Canada. There is no national effort collaborating Canadian orgs at all.

Steve-Baird: S: HIV is one of the issues that has hit humanity

Steve-Baird: and there are other issues also

Steve-Baird: And I know many youth that have integrated HIV/AIDS into the work they do

Steve-Baird: And they also do somework on global warming

Steve-Baird: and they see the link between the two

Steve-Baird: And only certain adults will come to the table as supportive parters of youth

Steve-Baird: We shouldn't work on bringing all adults on side

knubercyke: i would like to say, aot of the adults would always see you as youths and we need to get past that, and just go ahead and do what we need to to fight this crisis

jesslangille: but what is important is a sustained effort - not just 1 "killer campaign" every two years, it has to be one campaign over another, and different groups from one city should collaborate on efforts so that we are using time and resources as effectivlly as possible

Steve-Baird: I don't care if the "Killer sex " campaign works for all adults. 

Steve-Baird: If it works for youth

jesslangille: As far as i'm concerned we don't need adults respect per se, we just need the funders' - and their money :)

Steve-Baird: Syndey: IWhere I come from iveryone has to care: tey dont' have a choice. 

Steve-Baird: So we have to think about how do I package informatino to everyone

Steve-Baird: Adults think that...

Steve-Baird: And they can feel shut out

Steve-Baird: So we don't want to loose the support we can get from adults

knubercyke: the truth is the issue affects us youths much more than any other age group

Steve-Baird: But we need to weigh.... ... when adults have their voice in it
