Background

In spite of their resourcefulness and ability, women still have considerably less success in being promoted to leadership positions than their male counterparts. This innovative certificate programme is designed to motivate women to advance within their organization and enable them to begin to build the knowledge and skills they need to work more effectively at the community, organizational or national level. The program is designed for women who want to prepare themselves for a leadership role in management and who have basic experience in community-based development.

· Draw on self-awareness and self-understanding as a basis for more effective leadership and personal growth; 

· Gain critical awareness of selected strategies and tools for inspiring community, organizational and national/global level change; 

· Deepen their understanding of ways to influence the global context through networking and advocacy. 

Because "people act their way into a new way of thinking, more often than they think their way into a new way of acting," participants will be encouraged to experiment and to take on new leadership roles as a part of the course.
