3/7/2008: (0600)flew out of the Pasco airport for a 2 hour flight to Denver

               (0810) arrived at the denver airport with an hour layover

               (0945) flew 4.5 hours to newark, newjersey

               (1320) arrived in newark, and had a layover till 22:50.

               (2250) started our flight to Tel Aviv Israel, (11 hours)

               (1640) (3/8/08) arrived in Tel Aviv airport.

Ice cream was sounding good after we all collected ourselfs from the meal, and started to walk down the boardwalk (yes! right next to the beach) to look for some, but we got tired and gave up, so we just walked around on the beach and went right up to the Mediterranean and started taking pictures and enjoying the view and blessing that we got to be standing there.
