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The Second All Africa Consultative Conference of Children, Youth and

In 2006, a special meeting of children, youth and human rights organizations in Africa was convened after the Second International Policy Conference on the African child organized by The African Child Policy Forum in Addis Ababa, Ethiopia. The meeting, attended by close to 100 organizations, deliberated on how children and youth organizations can support each other and work together collectively at a continental level. There was consensus on the need to create a strong Africa-wide movement for the promotion and protection of the rights and wellbeing of children in Africa. The meeting appointed a seven-member Steering Committee that was tasked with conceptualizing and preparing a report on the way forward regarding the Africa movement for children and youth.
