This year at the United Nations Permanent Forum on Indigenous Issues, Special Theme:  Climate change, bio-cultural diversity and livelihoods: the stewardship role of indigenous peoples and new challenges, we have seen a dramatic increase in Indigenous youth participation not only within the Indigenous Youth Caucus, but also within the entire Permanent Forum delegation.  This increase in youth participation has meant an increase in members of the Youth Caucus from countries like Hawai’i, Norway, Finland, Australia, Lybia, Cambodia, Peru, Chile, Kenya, India and the list goes on.  The presence of the Indigenous Youth Caucus at the PFII has been prevalent, empowering and inspiring for everyone in attendance.  The Indigenous Youth Caucus has built on the momentum from last year by preparing four statements on the following topics: Climate Change, Human Rights, Languages and Indigenous Children and Youth; holding a side session on Indigenous Youth Issues and Challenges from Global and Regional Perspectives; and the submission of a set of recommendations regarding Indigenous Youth support and full participation at the UNPFII and other UN discussion to be adopted by the UN Secretariat.  It is our hope that the Indigenous Youth Caucus will continue to grow and be a permanent fixture in UNPFII and other UN discussions in the future.
