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Call for Proposals – Sexual Diversity, LGBTI Movements and Advocacy Workshop
Internal training 2008

1.  Background

The Youth Coalition is an international collective of young people (ages 15-29 years) actively promoting the sexual and reproductive health and rights of adolescents and youth worldwide. The mission of the Youth Coalition (YC) is to recruit, train and support youth to promote young people’s sexual and reproductive rights at the national, regional and international levels. 

The Youth Coalition aims to facilitate the participation of young people in decision-making processes. We do this by building a solid, supportive framework which offers the training, information and resource support so badly needed to promote the sustainable involvement of young people in sexual and reproductive rights initiatives worldwide.

Every year, all Youth Coalition members and staff meet at our Annual General Meeting (AGM) in order to share and evaluate the outcome and impact of the past year’s experiences and participate in key governing decisions. During the AGM, members dedicate one day to internal training, in order to strengthen members’ skills and better enable each member to participate in all Youth Coalition activities. For its 2008 AGM, to be held in Bangkok, Thailand, the Youth Coalition has decided to organize a one-day training workshop on sexual diversity and the LGBTI movements.
The Youth Coalition is pleased to invite proposals from individuals interested in facilitating an internal training workshop on Sexual Diversity, LGBTI Movements and Advocacy at the Youth Coalition Annual General Meeting, in Bangkok, Thailand.

2. Goals and Objectives of the internal training workshop
The goals and objectives of the Sexual Diversity, LGBTI Movements and Advocacy training workshop are:

Goal 

To improve and strengthen the capacity of the Youth Coalition members to effectively address the LGBTI issues and values in all the activities developed by the organization. 
Objectives

1. To have a general overview of the LGBTI international movement and current discussions within it.

2. To have an open discussion about the different definitions related to sexual diversity, and the LGBTI movement.

3. To identify the current situation of the global LGBTI international advocacy, specifically the efforts related to young people’s gender and sexual diversity and rights.

4. To identify the strategic opportunities for the participation of the Youth Coalition in the LGBTI movement and the establishing of a short, medium and long-term strategy for this.

5. To build the linkages between the LGBTI agenda and the broader sexual and reproductive rights framework.

6. To train all Youth Coalition members on International LGBTI advocacy language.

3. Grant Selection Process

Applicants should submit a proposal by May 12th, 2008.

Proposals will be reviewed in the following two weeks. 

The proposal selected for the training will be announced on the Monday May 26th.
The training session will take place on August 25th, 2008, in Bangkok, Thailand. 

4. Eligibility

The Youth Coalition will choose ONE consultant who will be in charge of designing and facilitating a one-day training on Sexual Diversity, LGBTI Movements and Advocacy, in collaboration with a small committee of Youth Coalition members. The training will be held in Bangkok, Thailand
The selected facilitator must:

1. Be able to demonstrate knowledge and experience of International LGBTI advocacy, mechanisms and institutions through either academic work, paid work or volunteer work, at the regional and international level.

2. Be skilled and have experience in facilitation and training in the field.

3. Have a comprehensive approach to youth activism and the youth movement, and be capable of linking it to the LGBTI movement and the broader sexual and reproductive rights movement.
4. Agree with the YC Principles and Values.
5. Be fluent in English.
6. Be able to travel to Bangkok, Thailand, arriving at least one day before the training to meet with the committee of Youth Coalition members who will assist in the development of the training curricula. 
5. Grant Funds and Budget

The Youth Coalition will cover the travel expenses of the selected facilitator including return flight, per diems and accommodation. The Youth Coalition will also provide the facilitator with an honorarium for the training day, provided that the chosen facilitator is not a member of the Youth Coalition.

6. Requirements

Applicants are requested to submit a Proposal, including the following: 

· A cover page with name, title and contact information of the facilitator

AND
- A proposal not to exceed 3 pages in length, which addresses each of the following:

1) A summary highlighting the person’s expertise related to sexual diversity, LGBTI movements and advocacy. Please add the Curriculum Vitae in Appendix.
2) General outline of the proposed training session.
3) Description of how the training meets the goals and objectives of the Youth Coalition.

4) Description of why you are the most appropriate person to carry out the proposed project.

5) Budget requested to complete the training.
7. Submission

The entire submission package must be received by the Youth Coalition no later than May 12th 2008, by 12:00 P.M., New York time. Emails, fax submissions, and regular mail will be accepted, provided they are received by the deadline.
