 Abstracts

 Layout example 1
Background: aim to answer the following questions in this section: Who? What? Where? When? It is basically the study objectives, the hypothesis to be tested, or a description of the problem (this is the main purpose of your abstract)
Methods: aim to answer the question: How? It is all about method used or approach taken (the way you did the activities of your abstract)

Results: aim to answer the question: Why? Justify your intervention give specific results (include statistical analysis when appropriate)

Conclusion: description of the main outcome of the study

Layout example 2
Issues: a summary of the issue addresses by the abstract
Description: It is on how you did what you did that makes it a unique abstract so focus on description of the research, project, experience, service and or/advocacy

Lessons learned: Briefly describe how new development or activities of the project you have presented assisted or disturbed you, your institution or your community. Are there any things you will definitely do again or mistakes you do not want to ever repeat? So this is mainly on conclusions and implications of the research or project.
Next steps: aim to answer: What? State exactly what you are going to do with what you have presented it’s about the possible next steps for implementation or further research.
