We are looking for young people who have shown real leadership in responding to HIV and AIDS and who can speak passionately and engagingly about their experiences.  At the same time, applicants will need to be flexible and considerate of others’ needs as the tours can be a demanding experience at times!  Independence and openness to other cultures and ways of life are also important characteristics.
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The Unite to Fight AIDS Tour will run from 11-25 October 2008.  Participants will visit 2 or 3 universities each day (weekends excluded) where they will meet and speak to students and young people about their experiences of tackling HIV and AIDS.  Being part of a team of 4 they will have the chance to meet and learn from young activists from other countries and to speak to decision makers in the UK about the issues.
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The Dance4Life tour runs from 25 October – 22 November.  The tour team (made up of 6 people including speakers and dance facilitators) will visit 1 or 2 colleges each day (excluding weekends).  The team delivers a 90 minute dynamic workshop with pupils from the school to energise and enthuse them to tackle HIV and AIDS through dance, music and discussion.

We would like to hear from candidates with the following attributes

· Excellent communication and inter-personal skills
· Fluent in English
· Articulate and confident public speaker

· A passionate individual who believes in the potential of Dance4Life and the Stop AIDS Campaign

· Has a global perspective on the issues
· Is Independent with good leadership skills
· Ability to work as part of a team and to get on with others

· Flexible

· Ability to engage and enthuse others

· Belief in the role of young people as key agents for change 

· Positive mental attitude

· Open minded and culturally aware

· Aged 18-28

We are especially keen to have applications from young people living with or affected by HIV and AIDS

· Participants need to be available for 6 weeks from 13 October to 25 November 2008.

· Travel and visa costs (if needed) to and from the UK will be covered by SPW, and basic accommodation, transport and a food allowance are provided throughout the tour.  

· The Tours can be stressful at times.  Visiting two schools or universities a day can be hard work, and we stress that accommodation is basic, though never uncomfortable! You may need to stay in dormitory rooms.
· You will have two days off per week to spend as you wish, relaxing, visiting friends and seeing the UK.
