SPW is delivering both a college tour and a university based tour.  

The college programme is called Dance4Life and is an innovative, international project aimed at providing an opportunity and platform for young people to become more actively involved in responding to HIV and AIDS. It aims to actively inspire young people to take the lead in tackling HIV and AIDS and to become young leaders and ‘agents of change’.  A tour team of 6 dynamic and dedicated young people will visit 30 colleges to deliver a 90 minute workshop to audiences of around 300 young people at a time. The Unite to Fight AIDS University Tour is part of the Student Stop AIDS Campaign - a social movement of young people who act as key agents for change amongst their own peers and work to lobby governments and decision makers to improve the international response to HIV and AIDS. The main focus of the campaign is ensuring the world’s leaders deliver on the promise of Universal Access to prevention, treatment, care and support by 2010. 	Description of role
	Dance4Life College Tour:
Working as part of a team of 6 people you will be visiting up to 2 colleges a day to deliver 90 minute interactive dance workshops to students aged 16-18. Student Stop AIDS University Tour:
Working as part of a team of 4 speakers you will be visiting Universities around the UK and delivering a 10 minute talk on why HIV is important to you and how it has affected your life, your community, country and region. The aim of the talk will be to educate the audience and to inspire them to become active campaigners. The talks will also involve question and answer sessions with the university audience.
