Youth Network Projects (history):
· Youth Network started at the spring consultation 2 years ago

· It was in response of a resolution by CCR members to engage youth into CCR
· One of the challenges was maintaining contact between regions, and working together on a national level;
· Working towards having local CCR youth chapters and have representatives from each local network on a national level
· The focus of this caucus should be focusing on some issues and inform structure and get a base of these issues 
What are local groups doing?

- ** see Muuxi for Winnipeg actions (World Refugee Day)
· Leo, Hamilton: CCR – a place of empowerment for youth; bringing people to manifest what they’ve learned here to their city and act on it; started a group called CURE Canada (i.e.: organizing homework labs); Organized a program called “A day at Mac”;  Needs Founding, not based on excellence at school, but based on needs, and this turned out to be a challenge getting the resources necessary; Empowerment is a key issue; Organized a play “Shades of gray”  about getting people empowered; Brought in a profit of $17000 that was donated to help kids with HIV positive parents in Africa; right now is trying to get founds to built a library in Liberia  (ridetour.ca) 

· Muuxi, Winnipeg: - preparing youth immigrants/refugee to be a good candidate to get into university; goal is to raise $10 mil; criteria to qualify: write an essay, provide income, and have a volunteer background with various NGOs and community; working to collaborate with universities to get international students to volunteer with their organization

· Mustafa, Vancouver: the project called “My Circle” that is directed  to the newcomers to help them adjust better into the society, helping them knowing how Canada works; “My Circle Action Team” was about getting local media involved and focusing on immigrant professionals that are not having their credentials recognized (i.e.: working on anti-smoking campaigns, new refugees’ experiences, and a movie called “UFO”)
Issues:

· Founding for post-secondary education

· Getting youth feel empowered

· In the school system: not being in an age appropriate classroom
· Professionals not getting their credentials recognized; i.e.: doctors having to go through 3 very expensive exams to have their education recognized
· Language barriers of foreign professionals 

· Awareness and education about health issue? HIV, AIDS (i.e.: advertising about these health issues in public places that are easily accessible to those that are most likely to get into this business, places like the airport, shopping centres; there is an illusion that these health issues don’t exist in Canada and making them aware of treatment options); Making youth refugee/immigrants aware of these health issues, using means of public advertising; making them aware of the fact that Canada is not a disease free country
· Division in school between immigrant students and main stream students; feeling discriminated and encountering racism
· Police is discriminating on youth because of color of their skin, and appearance


 Ideas for future projects:
· School programs involving collaboration between foreign students and main-stream students; getting involved on a global level, connecting with other youth activists; share ideas and try to act on them; sharing form; getting teachers sensitised about the issues the youth refugee/immigrant students are facing; “EAL”
