People find it very hard to leave slums since they are very poor and worst of all you hardly find safe drinking water in the slums since the pit latrines are dug just with in the congestion and the wells with in the community tap the feaces directly and people take it for consumption.

They should come up with Safe Water Tanks and tapped water is collected and treated using Water Guard and people in such communities should be accessing this water and a demonstration project at site should be allocated to help sensitize slum dwellers more on all aspects of heath once in a while, A T.V and other visual documents placed at the demonstration site.

2) For the congestion on the streets caused by the street children and  other indigent people should be looked at in away that these children should be taken to rehabilitation homes or even Organizations with the zeal to help settle out these children in children homes for rehabilitation and skillsmanship even resettlement in there homes should be supported.
3) More sanitization and skills training to youth at all ages with practical skills both in and out of school will help reduce the number of people causing congestion in slums, theft, drug addiction, prostution and many other funny behaviors simply because of lack of virtual skills to the youth
d) The role of young men and women in making the changes is through workshops at all levels of authority in local government, through adequate funding to those organizations to which young men and women are members to enhance some programs and initiating recruitment workshops to those give the skills to help them get jobs to keep them busy to prevent funny habits of drugs ,sex trading and many others.

2)A young man and woman would experience social equity and inclusiveness by coming up with safe water project with demonstration site which would hold every one responsible that is for the slum dwellers to help improve health through safe drinking water.

On the other hand resource center should be placed in place for the young men and men to stop and get some information besides a reading habit should be instilled as another cultural more so to the youth of Uganda and Africa at Large in order to make them resourceful.
