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Addendum 

Long-term strategy on engagement and involvement of young people in environmental issues 

1. The present report contains a draft on the second phase (2009 to 2014) of the long-term strategy of the United Nations Environment Programme (UNEP) on engagement and involvement of young people in environmental issues, which has been prepared pursuant to Governing Council decision 21/22 of 9 February 2003. The document has been revised in line with the recommendations of the Tunza Programme final evaluation and mid-term review presented to the special session of the Governing Council in 2005, comments from UNEP children and youth focal points, Tunza Youth Advisory council, suggestion from children and youth and the six priority areas for UNEP..
I.  OBJECTIVE AND VISION

1) Under an overall concept entitled “Tunza”
, the UNEP strategy is a second six-year plan designed to further increase the participation of young people in environmental issues. Its objective is to create a global movement in which children and youth worldwide will actively participate in environmental activities. It seeks to enhance, inspire and enable the involvement of children and youth in sustainable development, particularly the six priority areas of UNEP (Climate change; Disasters and conflicts; Ecosystem management; Environmental governance; Harmful substances and hazardous waste; and Resource efficiency – sustainable consumption and production) and in the implementation of the UNEP medium tern strategy.
2. The vision of the Tunza Programme is to foster a generation of environmentally conscious citizens who will better influence decision-making processes and act responsibly to create a sustainable world.   

II.  BACKGROUND

3. UNEP started its work with young people in 1985, which was designated International Youth Year. Since then, it has developed several global and regional initiatives, activities and networks. UNEP has held regular conferences for young people and promoted environmental awareness through competitions, recognition and partnerships with international, regional and national organizations working with young people. UNEP has also involved young people in its Governing Council sessions and in the development of regional and global environmental reports. UNEP also supports activities of children and youth in school, universities and in communities.
4. The new strategy responds to Governing Council decision 21/22, which requested the development of a long-term strategy on the engagement and involvement of young people in UNEP. It primarily targets young people
, 24 years and below, who constitute 18.5% of the world’s population. The majority of them live in developing countries, where access to environmental information is still limited. Focusing UNEP’s awareness and capacity-building efforts on young people is an important long-term investment for sustainable development.

5. The main legislative mandates for UNEP’s work with young people include Agenda 21, Chapter 25, Children and Youth in Sustainable Development; General Assembly resolution 50/81, the World Programme of Action for Youth to the Year 2000 and Beyond; and UNEP Governing Council decision 21/22/II, Engagement and Involvement of Children and Youth in the Work of the UNEP. The Johannesburg Declaration on Sustainable Development specifically mentions that it responds to the voices of the children of the world, and the Plan of Implementation emanating from the World Summit on Sustainable Development requested Governments and the United Nations to develop the capacity of young people “to participate, as appropriate, in designing, implementing and reviewing sustainable development policies and strategies at all levels”. 

6. The development of the 2nd Tunza strategy for the second phase has involved consultations with young people at the UNEP International Children’s Conference (Norway June 2008)  and with youth leaders at the Global Youth Retreat ( July 2008) and interviews held during the mid term review of the Tunza Strategy with the Tunza focal points, suggestions from the various Tunza children and youth Conferences held between 2003 and 2008, including internal consultations with Tunza Focal Points in UNEP regional offices and divisions, and broad consultations with youth organizations in the regions..
III.  CHALLENGES AND OPPORTUNITIES

7. UNEP’s activities for young people receive strong support from the Governing Council and senior management. UNEP also benefits from extensive global and regional networks for young people, with over 10,000 youth organizations in the UNEP youth network with some of these organizations having millions of members like the World Organization of the Scout Movement with over 30 million members and the World Association of the Girl Guides and Girl Scouts with over 15 million members worldwide enabling the organization to reach out to young people in more than 180 countries with environmental information. However, the lack of adequate financial and human resources has greatly limited UNEP’s work with young people and has resulted in activities largely driven by funding possibilities as opposed to actual priorities of UNEP and the needs of young people particularly those in developing countries. Through a private sector funding, the Tunza Programme has been able to achieve most of its planned activities for 2004 to 2008. There is however, the need to seek additional funding to support this contribution particularly from governments. 
8. The main challenge for UNEP’s work with young people is to overcome the lack of environmental awareness among them. Other pressing problems affecting young people, such as poverty, unemployment and the impact of HIV/AIDS, are also major challenges. There is, nevertheless, a growing interest among young people, including in schools, community organizations and youth groups, in the environment and UNEP. The Internet, in particular, and other multimedia forms of communications presents a unique opportunity to reach millions of young people, not only in developed countries but also in developing countries where, despite the fact that the use of the Internet and multimedia remains low, UNEP has witnessed an ever growing number of electronic queries from young people. The Division of Communications and Public Information’s Children and Youth Unit estimates that it is currently receiving an average of 10,000 electronic queries from young people every year.

IV.  STRATEGIC DIRECTION

9. The strategy seeks to further strengthen the Tunza programme and to reach out to new areas and to many more organizations involved with children and youth around the world. . 

10. The key focus areas for this phase of the  Strategy  will include:

Awareness building. UNEP will continue to implement its various activities and events to raise environmental awareness of young people globally, regionally and nationally to enable them to cope with environmental challenges. As per the findings of the Tunza mid-term review, this component registered the most success since all planned activities were achieved and additional activities implemented. The activities under this focus area are popular with young people. 
(a) Youth in decision-making processes. UNEP will continue to organize, support and facilitate the involvement of youth leaders in UNEP Governing Council sessions, regional conferences of environment ministers and other international environmental negotiations to promote youth input in decision-making processes; 

(b) Capacity-building. UNEP will also organize seminars, workshops and activities to increase the environmental capacity of young people. The Tunza mid-term evaluation recommended that this component be enhanced since some of the proposed activities were not implemented due to resource constraints and coordination challenges. In the implementation of the new strategy, DCPI will work closely with Division of Environmental Policy Implementation and the Division of Technology and Economics in the implementation of the activities on capacity building. 
(c) Information exchange. UNEP will continue to develop publications, videos and electronic information reaching out to young people, schools and civil society in all regions. 

11. Through the Tunza Programme, UNEP has strengthened links with relevant United Nations agencies and departments to ensure wider participation of young people in environmental issues. These links include working with the Youth Unit of the United Nations Department of Economic and Social Affairs on the involvement of youth in the United Nations General Assembly and the Commissions on Sustainable Development and Social Development; better involving the Associated Schools Project Network of the United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization (UNESCO) in UNEP’s work with young people; strengthening the UNEP/UNESCO YouthXchange project on sustainable consumption, in cooperation with the Division of Technology, Industry and Economics; supporting the Voices of Youth programme of the United Nations Children’s Fund (UNICEF); and intensifying links with the United Nations Development Programme (UNDP) and the United Nations Information Centres and Services in disseminating information and working with young people at all levels. UNEP will also strengthen and develop joint projects on cross cutting issues such as children’s health and environment with UNICEF and the World Health Organization (WHO) in cooperation with the UNEP New York Office, and youth, urbanization and environment with UN-HABITAT.

12. UNEP will continue to work with civil society and private sector partners. In this regard, UNEP will intensify its work with partners such as Bayer, Volvo, the Japan-based Foundation for Global Peace and the Environment and Nikon Corporation on fund raising and the joint implementation of projects. UNEP will also strengthen its work with international youth organizations such as the World Organization of Girl Guides and Girl Scouts, the World Organization of the Scout Movement, and with regional and national youth organizations, to reach out to young people on the implementation of environmental programmes. UNEP will also strengthen its work with selected partners in the private sector to fund and support environmental initiatives by young people. 

13. UNEP will intensify its activities with young people through its regional offices. Some of the initiatives include the Ozone publications by DTIE; the Global-Environment-Outlook-for-Youth project of the Regional Office for Latin America and the Caribbean; Global and networking efforts of the regional offices for West Asia, Africa, and Asia and the Pacific as well as Youth Xchange.  
V.  PROGRAMME ACTIVITIES

A.  Awareness building
1.  Consolidating and expanding the Tunza Network

14. The new Tunza strategy will consolidate the existing networks within UNEP and expand the networks to include as many children and youth partners as possible to enable us to increase environmental awareness among young people. It will strengthen current activities such as the annual international painting and essay competitions for children, as well as information sharing through the networks and electronic list servers. It will forge new partnerships with schools and community organizations to enlist more groups and partners in the network. It will also promote the creation of regional and national youth environmental networks and establish close working relationships with those networks. As indicated in the mid -term evaluation, this component was effectively implemented with children and youth networks established in all 6 UNEP regions reaching youth in over 160 countries. In the new phase of the strategy, a centralized indexed database will be established and from the regional offices, DTIE and Headquarter will be harmonized and made accessible to all. The networks will also link to partner networks such those of the World Organization of the Scout Movement and Volvo Adventure Programme. 
2.  Organizing Tunza global campaigns (add three campaigns)
UNEP will continue to promote the Plant for the Planet for children’s organization. Due to the success of this Campaign, the UNEP Billion Tree Campaign, a global tree planting initiative by governments, civil society, NGOs, individuals as well as children and youth organizations established in 2007 used it as a launch pad. So far over 2.7 billion tress have been planted and over 3.7 billion pledges made. The Plant for the Planet activities for children continue to be supported by partners such as Bayer, Total, Unilver. 

A second campaign to be initiated during the second phase of the Tunza strategy is the Sustainable consumption campaign spearheaded by DTIE and supported by DCPI. Through this campaign, UNEP will sensitize young people of sustainable consumption through Tunza conferences, workshops, meetings and publications as well as sharing of best practices on this issue via the Tunza website. Chat facilities will be established to promote the sharing of ideas among young people around the world. Regional process will also incorporate this campaign in their activities. A third campaign will identify ways of encouraging young people to engage in projects that mitigate the effects of Climate Change. Under this campaign a funding mechanism with UNEP partners will be put in place to finance about 10 such projects per year. Young people will submit their projects to UNEP and a selection team comprising UNEP and representative of the partner organizations, Junior Board and the Tunza Youth Advisory council will select the projects to the supported. A selection criteria to determine the winning projects  will be put in place, and the winning projects under the campaign will be voted to enter the young people’s category of the UNEP award processes such as the Champions of the Earth. The winners will be invited to share their stories globally through virtual and actual presentations at conferences and other such meetings.
 3. Developing a Tunza award scheme
UNEP will introduce incentives for young people to participate in environmental activities. UNEP will work with partners from headquarters and regional offices, and through United Nations organizations, to appropriately recognize young people who participate in UNEP's campaigns and activities. A Tunza award will be given to young people who succeed in mobilizing their peers to take environmental actions and who make a significant impact in addressing environmental problems in their communities. The award could be to individuals, schools and  organizations that make significant contributions to efforts in solving environmental problems in their countries or regions. The UNEP Tunza Junior Board and Tunza Youth Advisors will assist UNEP in developing and implementing the award systems. 
4.  Organizing Tunza conferences
15. Tunza annual conferences have been systematized to include the biennial international children’s conference and a biennial youth conference. Since 2003 conference have been held in various venues both in developed as well as developing countries. Country representation in the Tunza Conferences has increased from 60 to over 110 during phase one of the strategy. Conference outcomes have included individual commitments, groups and regional action plans and messages to world leaders on young people’s concerns for the environment. UNEP regional offices will continue to organize regional and sub-regional conferences. The outcomes of these conferences will be filtered into the global conferences thereby creating a close linkage between the regional and the global processes. In addition to the on-going objectives of the Tunza conferences, these conferences will be used to review progress made in engaging young people in environmental issues especially in the three  main campaigns. A Tunza Conference manual has been developed as a guide to potential conference organizers and sponsors. 
B.  Participation in decision-making
1.  Participating in the Governing Council

UNEP will continue to involve youth in the Governing Council sessions. This will ensure that Governments can benefit from inputs from youth leaders on decisions being made at the Council. UNEP will also continue to organize the Tunza youth retreat in conjunction with each regular session of the Council to ensure coordinated and concrete youth inputs. 
2.  Organizing the Tunza youth retreat

16. The Tunza youth retreat will be held a few days prior to the Governing Council sessions for the Tunza Youth Advisors to review issues being discussed at the Council and to agree on youth inputs. It will also provide the youth leaders with an opportunity to have consultations with UNEP divisions and regional offices, to review implementation of any youth-related decisions by the Council and advise on ways to strengthen UNEP’s work with young people. UNEP to solicit funding to enable a wider representation of Tunza Youth Advisory Council members participate in the Governing Council. The Council will be required to make efforts in involving youth at the regional level in the decision making process and will invite suggestions and comments from them on policy matters on the environment for consideration by UNEP Governing Council. 

3.  Facilitating youth participation in global and regional environmental negotiations

17. UNEP will facilitate and promote the participation of children and youth representatives in global and regional environmental processes. These processes will include the Commission on Sustainable Development, conferences of parties for Multilateral Environmental Agreements and regional ministerial conferences for the environment. UNEP will encourage young people to solicit sponsorship from governments and the private sector to participate in environmental governance process within their region and globally.
4.  Supporting youth inclusion in national delegations

18. Consistent with relevant General Assembly resolutions and Agenda 21, UNEP, through the 2nd Tunza Strategy, will encourage and recommend the inclusion of young people in government delegations to Governing Council sessions and in international and regional environmental negotiations.

5.  Enhancing the role of the Tunza Advisory Council

19. UNEP will continue to provide a forum for youth from all regions to elect representatives to the Tunza Advisory Council. Twelve Tunza advisors (2 for each UNEP region), to be elected at the Tunza Conference, will represent youth at the Governing Council and at international and regional environmental meetings and provide coordinated inputs on behalf of youth to these processes.  
20. The Tunza advisors will advise UNEP divisions and regional offices on ways to strengthen youth involvement in programme development and implementation and will assist in promoting UNEP’s activities in their countries and regions. The Tunza advisors will also be involved in the consultative process for the global and regional environmental assessment and reporting (the Global Environment Outlook process). The Tunza Advisor will hold regular chat sessions and prepare quarterly reports which will be disseminated to all the Council. They will also continue to participate in the audio conferences held every two months with UNEP Tunza focal points from divisions and from the regional offices
C.  Capacity-building

1. Promoting environmental education
26.      In response to needs and requests by countries, UNEP will promote environmental education within formal and non-formal education systems through the development of educational materials based on assessment findings, in order to build environmental awareness, knowledge, skills and attitudes of children and youth at the global, regional and national levels. UNEP will also support activities aimed at enabling teachers and relevant civil society organizations to better facilitate learning about conservation of natural resources, entrench sustainable consumption and production lifestyles in young people, and promote programmes using proven environmental education and training models. Children's and youth's activities will be incorporated into UNEP's existing and emerging environmental education and training programmes targeting schools. UNEP will also promote the active involvement of young people in the environmental management of their learning institutions and the communities around them through the adoption and use of best practices. The Ozzy Ozone programme has been instrumental in the development of training materials for young people as well as teachers and collaboration with this outfit will continue in the next phase.
2. Organizing exchange programmes

27.      UNEP will organize exchange programmes at the global and regional levels for youth leaders to travel to and work with other organizations where they can share and gain experience in environmental activities.

Given the intricacies of physically exchanging youth leaders from one region to another, and the minimal success of this, UNEP will support virtual exchange programmes. UNEP will further support the discussion on best practices and discussions on lessons learned via 'web 2.0 skills' such as blogs. 

UNEP will support Virtual Lecture series for young leaders that will enhance outreach, present wider access to information and knowledge, promote debate and discussion on topics drawn from UNEP’s six thematic areas. UNEP will also promote partnerships with universities, private sector and civil society, resource persons drawn from these major groups to further in strengthening this lecturer series. Study tours such as those promoted through the UNEP/Bayer partnership on the environmental envoy programme will continue to be supported and will help expose participants on best practices in environmental issues.
3. Supporting nature and sport camps

28.     UNEP will continue to establish and support nature and sport training camps in selected cities in developing countries for children from underprivileged communities to receive leadership training in sport and the environment. Through continuous training and targeted workshops, the Nature and Sport Camp at Kibera, Nairobi has built the capacity of over 6,000 children to cope with environmental problems in the Kibera community as well as create awareness on the link between sport and the environment. Plans are underway to make the Kenya based Nature and sport Camp a model camp for others that will be established in due course. With the support of the International Olympic Committee, efforts will be made to continue to provide equipment and funds toward the establishment of these camps which will be expected to be self sustaining in the long run. 
4. Facilitating internships

29.      UNEP will continue to promote and facilitate internship programmes for young people to gain experience and to provide support to the UNEP Children and Youth Unit and to divisions and regional offices. UNEP will also continue to encourage Governments to set up processes in their countries to send young people from universities to undertake internship at the UNEP headquarters and regional offices and to also support the programme on capacity building of their young people through Junior Professional Officers. Efforts will be made to ensure that interns benefit fully from this programme and that they contribute towards the enrichment of the Tunza activities. To enhance learning, a longer internship period of not less than six months will be encouraged and Interns from various parts of the world will be recruited at Headquarters and regional offices..
5. Training youth leaders

30.    UNEP will organize regional and global training workshops and seminars to strengthen the capacity of young leaders, particularly members of the Tunza Advisory Council and young journalists, and to mobilize young people to address environmental issues. In addition, environmental advocacy training will also be provided to youth leaders who have been involved in UNEP’s global and regional processes to enhance their skills in initiating community-based action programmes.

31    Targeted Trainer of Trainers (TOT) workshops on UNEPs priority and thematic areas, and MDGs will be held by the Environmental Education and Training Unit to introduce young leaders and young professionals on the concepts of sustainability. The Training workshops will further build upon the skills training carried out in the first phase of Tunza and will further increase the number of youth with capacities to make personal decisions that illustrate the benefits, increase understanding and implementation of environmental actions particularly the six UNEP thematic areas. 

32    UNEP will use technology enhanced learning. e-learning, to enhance outreach of environmental education in the context of sustainable development.  This will reduce costs for students by enabling them to learn from where they live or work and can also facilitate cross-cultural communication and networking. It presents a good opportunity for reaching more young people not only to gain access to relevant training and information, but also to get to know the different technological tools that are available. Innovative digital capacity building tools in environmental education and training developed by UNEP will supplement the e-learning programme and will be used to disseminate the environmental education materials for secondary schools and universities.  A youth exchange programme will be in order to enhance learning and interaction between youth from the north and the south. A training of youth leaders will be incorporated in the global Youth Retreat and this will be replicated at the regional levels.
33. UNEP will create a mentorship programme for alumni and former interns of the Tunza Network to stay connected and serve as useful contacts to promote UNEP’s activities and to enlist young people in their communities and countries in environmental activities. Some of the active alumni will be appointed as external advisors to the Children and Youth Unit. The mentorship programme will take the form of a back-stopping forum to guide the focal points implement activities in their respective regions. Periodically, UNEP will host discussion fora to exchange ideas in the course of implementation of activities in the regions.  

6. Strengthening the YouthXchange Project of UNEP and UNESCO on sustainable consumption

34.
UNEP will also continue its work on youth and sustainable consumption and the Youth Xchange Project by UNEP DTIE and UNESCO will provide young people with a platform to exchange ideas and experiences on these issues. Through this project, UNEP and UNESCO have developed publicity materials, a guide and a web site for young people to get comprehensive information and share ideas on sustainable consumption. The project provides practical examples where consumer choices have changed the way society produces and consumes. The web site will continue to encourage interactions and networking amongst its users and will be regularly updated to facilitate dialogue among young people on sustainable consumption issues. Training on Youth Xchange for youth leaders and Tunza Advisors will be a priority area. (to be redrafted by DTIE)

7. Strengthening the children’s environment health initiative with UNICEF and WHO

UNEP will continue working with UNICEF and WHO and governmental partners and non-governmental organizations such Physicians for Social Responsibility and the International Network on Children’s Health,UNEP/GC.22/3/Add.17 Environment and Safety on children’s environmental health issues. Workshops and training in this component will be offered by WHO and UNICEF during the Tunza conferences or in other such fora.
D.  Information exchange
1.  Making printed materials more readily available

35 In line with Governing Council decision 21/22, the Tunza Programme will continue to increase the  number and language versions of electronic and physical information materials freely available for young people and schools. Currently, most of the publications are available in English, French and Spanish but there has been a growing interest in publishing some of the Tunza Publications in other regional languages. This has enabled an increase in readership in areas that could not have been catered for.  Efforts will continue to be made to ensure that publications are translated into key official United Nations languages. These publications will include: The quarterly Tunza Magazine, a revised version of theTunza Acting for a Better World and the Tunza Children’s Series on the environment. During the past 6 six years of the Tunza Strategy implementation, UNEP has published 19  issues of the Tunza magazines of a variety of conventional topics and seven children series in the three main UN languages and translations requests for different languages such as Norwegian, Chinese, Mongolian, Japanese and Russian have been received. In the new phase efforts will be made to market these publications as teaching aid by children and youth organizations and schools.
2.  Expanding web services for young people

36   The Tunza website continues to be a popular site for young people seeking environmental information and on average there are over 180,000 visits to the site per month. The revamping of the Tunza websites will be key priority in the 2nd Tunza Strategy, creasing the language versions of the website will further promote access to the website by young people. Through a donation from the Chinese foundation, the Tunza website has been translated into Chinese. Similar initiatives will be made with other partners in order to have the website available in all UN languages.  UNEP will expand the scope of its children and youth web service to act as a clearing house for environmental information for young people. The web site will continue to host online publications, competitions and good practices for and by young people. It will provide facts on the environment in a manner that would easily be understood by young people. The Tunza Programme will continue to hold regular chat sessions with young people on emerging environmental issues.

3.  Using the media to promote environmental awareness

37.
UNEP has developed global mailing list for young people and uses the network to promote environmental awareness and actions among young people worldwide. UNEP will develop environmental stories and other forms of communication tools for use by the media to promote environmental awareness among young people. The Tunza programme will also support youth media initiatives to ensure youth-based reports on international negotiations and mega sport and social events and competitions. Training on media is one of the priorities for the Tunza Advisors.
4.  Compiling and distributing youth best practices on the environment

38. Through the Tunza website UNEP will host good environmental practices by young people. A bulletin board where environmental projects by young people are posted has become a popular site visited by children’s organizations in particular. Video hosting on environmental projects such as the “My Story” feature – a project with UNICEF, will be hosted through the Tunza website. A best practice section on the youth website will be enhances and made more prominent as a facility for sharing ideas on the environment. 
5.  Cooperating with the school-based processes

39.  UNEP will also work in partnership with the Foundation for Environmental Education and other organizations to promote school-based processes, such as the Eco-schools Project. Such projects will provide a basis for schools to develop joint environmental initiatives and share experiences on their activities.

VI.  IMPLEMENTATION

40.  The strategy will be coordinated and implemented at UNEP Headquarters through the Division of Communications and Public Information in close collaboration with other divisions, regional offices and the Tunza Youth Advisory Council members. The UNEP divisions, with support and guidance from the Division of Communications and Public Information, will handle the implementation of activities related to their substantive areas. Regional offices will coordinate and implement regional components of the strategy and will work with relevant divisions to ensure regional representation in global activities. Headquarters will delegate to regional offices those activities that are more attune to the regions and will work more on the global activities. Where this decentralization is not possible, the headquarters will undertake the activity but involve representation at the regional level. The monthly audio conference for children and youth focal points in divisions and regional offices will be a useful coordination tool.
41.  Tunza programme will continue to collaborate with UN agencies – UNICEF, UN-HABITAT, UNESCO, WHO, UNDP and others in the implementation of the strategy.  Collaboration with current partners will continue and new partners will be identified especially at national and regional levels to support Tunza activities. Partners will continue to be drawn from the private sector, NGOs and local communities in addition to government departments.  The newly developed UNEP guidelines on dealing with private sector partners will be instrumental in defining relationship with these partners. The partnership with schools, universities need to be more developed in order to create more awareness on the Tunza project and UNEP’s work. The Tunza networks will be expanded to include more organizations for children and youth.
 42.    This phase of the strategy will require additional resources, both financial and human.  There is need to include two staff at the JPO or UNV levels to support operations at the headquarters and also it is important that regional offices have a staff designed to work with the Tunza Focal Points. Such a staff could be a UNV or Junior professional. Significant funds for the Tunza Programme have come from the Bayer partnership through an agreement that ends in 2010. This contribution of 1.2million Euro has funded most of the Tunza activities from regional and global conferences, publications, competitions to training of regional networks. There is need to expand the donor base and fundraise from other sources such as the government as well as other private sector organizations. Increased funding will ensure that the planned activities are implemented within the designated timeframe. This will be especially critical in funding capacity building activities which were not fully implemented in the last phase and supporting operational costs to the regional offices that are related to the Tunza programme.  A detailed breakdown of the resources needed for implementation of the strategy is attached as an annex to the present document. 

43.  In order to measure progress in the implementation of the strategy, there will be half-yearly and yearly reports on the implementation of the work programme. The status of implementation of the relevant Governing Council decisions is reported on a quarterly basis. A mid-term evaluation and a subsequent report were done on the strategy in mid 2007.  An end of programme evaluation has been undertaken in 2008 and will be presented to the twenty-fifth regular session of the Council, in 2009, accompanied by a 2nd draft of a six-year strategy.
