Theme of the online youth CHOGM 2008:

Climate Change is the theme of the Commonwealth Day for the year 2008. Besides the climate change, as a major theme of the meeting, the participants will also discuss other issues.
Time:

The meeting will start at 4:00 PM Pakistan Time (GMT+5 Hours+1 Hour (Summer Daylight Savings)). All participants are advised to be online at this time.

It is mandatory for all participants to attend all sessions until the conclusion and contribute to their best. Non-compliance will lead to struck off from the project rolls.

Debates

· At the beginning, the participants will identify them and their country of origin and represented countries (if any).

· Delegates will be chosen by the chair to speak.

· To speak, delegates have to address so.  You will be added to the speaker’s list and the Chairperson will recognize you in turn.

· All delegates must state their name, role and country before speaking.
· All delegates will serve as the Heads of Government, for their countries of origin only

· For representing a country, the role will change to a “ Honorary Representative”
· For representative positions you will have to use your name and the represented country
· You will discuss issues, and steer the debate, in such a way that best reflects your country’s foreign policy and the country that you represent.
· The Chairperson will attempt to summarize the debate and draw out points of consensus, and then refer detailed drafting to a drafting committee.

Drafting

· At the end of each debating session, the chair will ask for volunteers for the drafting committee.

· Approximately 5 delegates will be needed for the drafting committee. Although no country will have to be represented, it is important to have all five regions of the Commonwealth represented so some countries may be invited to join the committee.

· The drafting group will be assisted by the chair person.

· By the end of the day, the agreed conclusions will be produced in the form of a draft communiqué which will be read to all participants and approved (minor amendments can be made).

· The final communiqué will be completed a few days after the Youth CHOGM and sent to all participants.
