“COMMUNICATE TO LIVE” A GYCA NIGERIA CLOSE THE GAP SENSITIZATION PROJECT ON HIV/AID & REPRODUCTIVE HEALTH.

Though, already existing NGOs and have worked to stem HIV prevalence in Sub-Saharan Africa; the current Joint United Nations Programme on HIV and AIDS (UNAIDS) reports Nigeria as the lead country on number of people living with HIV/AIDS in Sub-Saharan Africa. This shows the heighten impact of the pandemic in the country. Would this therefore, imply that the government, NGOs have not done well even with the UN and other international aid donors given to the country or that a population of 144.4 million seems too large to reach? The situation speaks for itself as most AIDS programmes concentrate and revolve around urban areas, which has about only 30% of the nation’s population.

However, GYCA as a youth-led organization with young leaders that acquire skills and knowledge has to take up the task to stem HIV prevalence rate in Nigeria, and this must be done in a holistic manner, wading away every sort of limitations as the National Focal Point, Oghenefego puts it “Although we do not have external funds for this project, we have our creativity and other resources to make this work”

We should be able to build a sustaining nationwide structure of committed young people that would see these challenges as a fight to positive feat. 

In view of the foregoing, GYCA Nigeria, Akwa Ibom State Chapter have come up with a proposed GYCA Nigeria Close the Gap Sensitization project on HIV/AIDS & Reproductive Health tagged:

 “COMMUNICATE TO LIVE”.

OBJECTIVE:
