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IDEAS FOR THE TUNZA WEB SITE

MAIN PAGE

In the first page there will be a world map that shows the UNEP’s regions in different colors. The person will have the option to select his/her region and be directed to the regional page. 
REGIONAL PAGE

The regional page will have the following links:

· Join our e-mail group! = when they click here, they will go to a page where they will fill in their details like full name, address, telephone, e-mail, country, language they speak, organization they belong to, details about the organization, etc. When subscribing, they will wait for the approval to become a member of the e-group. 

Details about the e-group: it’ll be a platform similar to Taking It Global, where we’ll have the chance to upload/download documents to/from a data base, brainstorm, gather ideas, share opportunities and, of course, networking. 

The members will have a profile and they will be able to put a picture of themselves. The administrators of each regional group will be the respective regional advisors. When we have new elections for the TYAC, the new advisors will automatically become administrators and the former advisors will have a “mentor” status (this should be done with all the former advisors from 2003 to 2007).   
· Our Regional Blog = here we can post articles, poems, share photos, videos, post about workshops done with TUNZA and the ones we have participated representing Tunza, etc.

· Tunza promoters by country = when they click here they will be directed to a page with a map from Latin America and Caribbean and a box where it’ll be written “select your country”. They can choose, for example, Haiti and they will be able to see which people or environmental organizations from Haiti are registered in the website and involved with the TUNZA strategy. 

· Register your organization = here they can register their organizations and it’ll appear in the map of “Tunza promoters by country”. They will also receive updates and new about the UNEP’s activities for youth.
· Events and Activities = here they will be able to see the upcoming events in their region and links for more information
· Login for our e-group = by clicking here they can go directly to our e-group. 
· Video presentation about Tunza = a short video presentation about Tunza. Today youth are more attracted to video presentations rather than simple words. This will be an interactive way of explaining what Tunza is about and how they can get involved.
