Good practices identified: Existence of a life peer Education co-ordinated by a staff in Army Day Secondary School, Chari Barracks Lokoja.
The co-ordinator of LPF Mr. S.S. Ayejuyo with the consult and support of  the school made available educational and facilitating materials for the Family Life Education Facilitators.

Hussiana Abdulmalik with code number KG/07B/1132 co-opted her fellow Corps members who were not trained on the Camp into the Family Life Education CDS Group. They made tremendous impact in Adavi Local Government Area by establishing Family Life Education Club in three Local Government Science Secondary Schools in Adavi LGA .

Identified Challenges and lesson learnt.The re-occuring decimal in the incessant strike embarked on by the teachers in public schools. This went a long way to frustrating the schedule of the Family Life Education Facilitators .The environment of the School was not condusive for learning. 

Secondly,  non-condusive environment for learning due to insufficient chairs, desks and classrooms
Prolonged strike embarked upon by primary school and secondary school techers affected the coverage of the modules.

Tree Planting: The tree planting exercise affected the weekly schedule of the FLEF.

Moses Umaru KG/07B/340 confessed that “The FLE programme equally widen my knowledge on teaching profession. I hope to change my present carrer as an accountant to teaching line”
CHALLENGES

Family Lifec Education Facilitators Nwnakwo Ikechi Felix KG/06B/1353 lamented that “One majorimpediment which the experienced  thus far is the issue of people going to school late in live. Many of my candidates are above the estimated age for pupils in primary School, and also those who should be in lower secondary. Most of the students of the students are above 14 years of age for example, I can see some students above 15 years of age in primary schools.
Good Practices. LEF Nwankwo Ikechi Felix KG/06B/1353 adopted not only classroom teaching but also teaching and preaching about FLE in Assembly grounds 

Challenges

Rejection of notification letter. So many schools according to FLEF Uwandu Peace KG/06B/257 rejected her letter notifying them of her intention to carry out the project in their schools. Their reasons were that they are short of time and as a result they don’t have period to allocate to her.
Lesson Learnt:

FLEF Dahunsi Remi in her final report stated that “the FLE Scheme is a programme worthwhile. I am grateful that I am part of the scheme. It has built me upon how to be a  good  mother, educator, listener and possess a good moral self esteem among other attributes.
FLEF Onwuchukwa Jane Chidinma however pleaded that both teachers and parents should join hands and ensure that the goal of family life health education which is towards a healthier and wealthier life for the Nigerian child is achieved.
FLEF Clement Erhabor KG/06B/032 and Uwanda Peace KG/06B/257 recommended that the Federal Ministry of Education should inform all principals and Headmasters of the significance of the project.
Secondly, the federal Government should also look for a way in which this projectcan be financed no matter how low meager it may be. This would motivate the FLEFs who are assigned for this great job or project.
Support identified in Communities as pillars for project success and sustenance in this regard, The Chief  of the Community Called  Felele in Lokja promised to change the local attitude and tradition of their community and its environs to encourage their children to go to school and utilize their time wisely.
Suggested areas of improvement during Camp training to ensure a more effective performance and reporting. In this regard it is observed that the way and manner of writing their report was not properly spelt out until recently when the schedule Officers came back from a workshop were in the methods of writing standard report was agreed upon. It is the opinion of FLEF’s that from out set, the right method of writing monthly report should be clearly stated so that further itches will not be recorded again.
