Change

“The Information Society can help to respond to the additional development challenges posed by the digital divide and help to achieve [the Millennium Development Goals]/[internationally-agreed development goals, including those contained in the Millennium Declaration][ of eradicating extreme poverty and hunger; achieving universal primary education; promoting gender equality and empowering women; reducing child mortality; improving maternal health; combating HIV/AIDS, malaria and other diseases, ensuring environmental sustainability, providing decent and productive work for youth and developing a global partnership for development.”

Change
“Full participation, empowerment and social inclusion are fundamental characteristics and objectives of the Information Society. Accordingly, particular attention must be paid to marginalized and vulnerable groups, including: migrants and refugees, as well as other communities, unemployed and underprivileged people, youth, the elderly, the disabled, indigenous peoples, minorities, and those living in rural and remote areas.” 

Article 16 of Draft Declaration

Change
“Young people constitute a significant proportion of the world’s population, are the future workforce, and are leading creators and adopters of ICTs.  They must, therefore, be empowered as developers, contributors, entrepreneurs, decision makers and volunteers.”

Change
 “The use of ICTs for education and human resource development, in both formal and informal learning environments, should be promoted, with special reference to the requirements of disadvantaged groups, and to the specific needs of girls and women.  Young people have a vital role to play in ICT-based education, as educators, innovators and resource material creators.”

“New 33E: Recognizing the role of youth in ICT development and entrepreneurship, a commitment must be made to help young people create jobs in ICT industries, to combat youth unemployment.  Particular attention must be paid to areas with large youth populations and high unemployment rates.”

“Further, because knowledge becomes more important in the Information Society, people, especially youth, need to be trained in collecting, analysing and assessing information.”

“The commitment of civil society [emphasis included in original document] is crucial for creating an equitable Information Society based on sustainable social and economic development and gender equality. Civil society, including NGOs, should continue to work closely with communities in strengthening ICT-related initiatives, particularly those that support development.  Key groups, such as youth and women, should be engaged in this process, to spur innovation and address local needs.  Specifically, they should be fully involved in the formulation and implementation of ICTs and sustainable development strategies.”

“Adequate training of teachers and sufficient resources to schools to integrate ICTs in educational programs should be provided, to permit teachers to effectively support students’ needs in the information society.”

In co-operation with the relevant stakeholders, particularly including youth and women, and respecting the sovereignty of States, governments should work to internationalize the management of Internet resources in order to achieve a universally representative solution.

“To tap an existing technology resource, increase engagement and ensure relevancy, programs should be established that involve ICT-trained students in connecting schools, conducting peer training in ICTs, and contributing to the development of innovative, technology-enhanced, curricula.”

Change

“Develop, at the international levels, best practices and new labour laws for e-workers and e-employers built on principles of social and economic justice and gender equality. The role of the ILO, as an initiator and supporter of fair labour standards, is fundamental in this respect; in particular, governments must adhere to the 1998 Declaration on Fundamental Principles and Rights at Work and to the eight core ILO conventions.”

Change

“Promote new ways of organizing work and business with the aim of raising productivity, employment numbers, growth and well-being through investment in information and communication technologies and human resources.”

New Line - Article 36 c)

“Promote ICT use to combat youth unemployment, an issue of major concern worldwide, (as recognized in the Millennium Development Goals), and of special relevance in developing countries due to their population dynamics and economic situations.”

Change – Article 42 e)
“Encourage investment in regional and community-based media, non-profit media, interactive Web applications  and other new technologies.  These media should serve as essential factors of empowering marginalized communities, particularly youth, women, indigenous peoples, children and minority groups.”

“ICT and media should stimulate linguistic and cultural diversity and facilitate exchange of local and international content, in addition to encouraging the exchange of diverse ideas and information.”
