However, although there is evidence to support his belief, it might not be appropriate to promote circumcision as a way of preventing the spread of HIV. 
According to the Reuters News Agency, authorities in Uganda have launched a campaign of circumcision throughout the country with the aim of reducing the high rates of HIV infection, since some studies indicate that this method might have a 70 percent effective in protecting men against infection when used together with condoms and other safe practices.
