E-Consultation Process

A facilitator will post 3 questions for each week on Tuesday so that you can respond to them any time between Wednesday and Monday. We will then write a short summary of your reactions over the week, and post on Tuesday, along with questions for you to respond to that week. The first three questions for week 1 have already been posted, kindly go through them. 

A final report with all the summaries and overall results will be posted and distributed widely on September 1, 2008. The results of the e-consultation will form the advocacy messages and strategy to be presented and deliberated in a Consultation on Male Circumcision with East and Southern Africa Youth Groups dubbed 'On the Move with Young People', in Jo'burg, South Africa from the 3-5th September, 2008.

Expected outcomes of the e-consultation will revolve around; clarity among youth organizations on Male Circumcision prevention and other health benefits and there commitment; Agreement around a set of follow-up action to insure young people involved in the communication campaign (both on clarifying the prevention extent of MC and for increasing utilization of services when in place); and Ideas and actions solicited from young people on how MC could be an entry point for addressing HIV and masculinity - a more modern form of "male initiation"

The views and feedback will inform WHO and other partners’ meetings, strategies and decisions around Male Circumcision for HIV prevention.
