"The ICPD@15 will be a stock-taking exercise of ICPD PoA and will
includea good portion of analytical work (regional surveys as well as country
case studies to be undertaken). The review will be closely linked to the
MDGs due to their centrality to development and particular due to the
fact that a reproductive health target has been added to the MDG
Framework. The focus is on ensuring universal access to reproductive
health by 2015. 

Five topics will be at the center of the review. 

1) The need for applying a continuum of care approach to reproductive health,

2) The need to focus on the needs of young people (those who were children in 1994 are now adolescents and young people), 

3)  The need to focus on women's health overall and not only mortality, 

4)  The need for focus on preventive approaches and 

5) The need to involve men in the promotion of women's health and empowerment.
