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BRIEF REPORT ON PREPARATION OF CAMP ACTIVITES FOR ORIENTATION SEMINAR.


The team reached the orientation camp on 31st July, 2008 and following security clearance, we met with the schedule officers. On September 1st, 2008, we were conducted by the schedule officers round the camp on an advocacy visit to the state coordinator, camp director and camp commandant. The team then visited the Orientation Broadcasting Service (OBS) with the MAP jingle CD which was aired overnight to create initial awareness. More awareness was created by a one on one interaction between the corps members and the team members prior to the sensitization Seminar.

ORIENTATION SENSITIZATION SEMINAR LECTURE


The sensitization lecture was conducted in the lecture hall of the orientation camp on September 2nd, 2008 around 9:30am with 2080 corps members and 25 camp officials in attendance. The dignitaries in attendance included the NYSC State Coordinator, Mrs G.U Obioha, the camp director, Mr Agbo Agwu, the camp Commandant, Major H.I Audu, the DG’s representative on camp, FACOR schedule Officer, Pastor M.I Osamor, MAC schedule Officer, Mr Ben Ushie, NEMA representatives, NEMA schedule Officer, the British Council (DTA) facilitators and the MAP facilitators. After the lecture, a total of 350 application forms were given out to Corps volunteers by the two components. Those who could not access the forms were asked to put down their details on a sheet of paper. A total of 460 Corps members volunteered for both components but, after screening, 165 Corps volunteers qualified for the four days intensive training.

SUMMARY OF THE FOUR - DAY TRAINING SESSION
Training began on September 2nd, 2008 around 2:30pm. The Venue of the training was a classroom beside the camp clinic. A total of 84 participants were in attendance. The facilitators introduced themselves to the participants. Thereafter, Dr Charles (passion) welcomed the participants to the training session, congratulating them for taking the bold step of volunteerism and also for passing the screening. The participants were then guided to decide the time for the four day training session. A consensus time of 9:00am to 4:00pm daily was reached and the class was dismissed around 3:30pm. 


On September 3rd, 2008, the training session continued around 9:20am with opening prayer, followed by climate setting. Thereafter, Genewari (Big Daddy) took the participants through ground rules setting, collaborative introduction and adoption of workshop name. The participants were then, divided into various groups of 3. The group members took turns to interview and introduce themselves to the whole class. This was followed by the election of class representative and secretary.
Dr. Charles, (passion) by way of introduction expatiated on the role of FACOR in achieving the MDGs thereby clearing doubts that still lingered in the minds of the participants on the role of FACOR in the MDGs Advocacy project (MAP). Thereafter, he introduced Module 1: Family and Community life reiterating the need for value re-orientation at the family and community level if the MDGs must be achieved. The participants were then, divided into three groups to brainstorm on the module. Thereafter, each group made presentation on their areas of discussion. Dr. Charles (passion) later summarized the module, answered participants questions and highlighted grey areas. The morning session ended around 1:30pm. The afternoon session began around 2:50pm with the introduction of module 2: Growing up and human development by Mr. Genewari (Big Daddy).The participants were then, divided into six groups to discuss the content of the module i.e. growing up, parenting/child upbringing, substance abuse, destitution, prostitution and child abuse. Following brainstorming by the six groups for 20mins, group 1 made their presentation on growing up. Deliberations on their presentation continued until the close of the session by 4:35pm.

On 4th September, 2008, the morning session began around 9:10am with a recap of the previous day’s activities, after the opening prayer. Thereafter, the participants were asked by Mr. Genewari (Big Daddy) to evaluate the previous day’s performances based on what went well, what didn’t go well and areas for improvement. This was followed by the continuation of the group presentation on module 2 and contributions by the participants. Thereafter, Dr. Charles (passion) anchored the module. The module which elicited spirited discussions and active participation brought the morning session to an end at about 1:15pm.

The afternoon session began around 2:45pm with the introduction of module 3: schooling by Dr. Charles (passion). After the initial introductory preamble, the participants were divided into three groups to brainstorm on school setting and community role in schooling, club and associations (cultism) and examinations ethics and malpractice. After, active group discussion for 30mins, group 1 made their presentation which was followed by contributions and questions from the participants. The session ended by 4:25pm with a closing prayer. The training continued on September 5th, 2008 with an opening prayer and energizers at about 9:00am. The previous day’s evaluation reports by the participants were addressed by Genewari Eleki (Big Daddy). Thereafter, the remaining two groups made their presentations on school clubs, association and cultism, and examination ethics and malpractice. A renounced cultist among the participants then shared his personal experiences with the class stressing that there was no advantage whatsoever in joining cults. Thereafter, Genewari (Big Daddy) capped the module by educating the participants on the examination malpractice and cultism situation in Rivers State. He followed this up with the introduction of Module 4: Environmental education dividing the class into three groups to brainstorm on the module. After 30mins brainstorming, the morning session came to a close at 2:00pm. The afternoon session began around 3:10pm with the anchoring of the module 4 and introduction of module 5: Life building skills by Dr. Charles (passion). Thereafter, he divided the participants into seven groups to brainstorm on value, self-esteem, goal setting, decision making, communication, and assertiveness and refusal skills. After 25mins braining storming session, group 1 made their presentation on value which brought the session to a close at 4:50pm. 
On the final day, September 5th, 2008, the morning session began around 8:30am with an opening prayer and reconvening of the different groups. Presentations were made thereafter around 9:00am by the different groups and were graded based on knowledge of targets (5-14years), content of the presentations, ability to carry the audience, confidence and composure of the presenters and teamwork. After the presentation, Dr Charles (passion) anchored the module and took the participants through entrance into the community, identifying targets, proposal and report writing. Thereafter, the schedule officer addressed the trainees telling them of the possible difficulties in the field. The training session came to an end at 2:00pm. Thereafter, Big Daddy moderated the election of officials of the group and we compiled the final list of volunteers based on regularity, punctuality and participation. The training session came to an end with a closing /graduation ceremony held on 6th September, 2008 at about 4:20pm at the camp lecture hall. The 137 participants of both components attended the occasion. Some of the notable camp officials at the ceremony were the NYSC State Coordinator, the camp director, the MAP monitor from the NYSC DHQ, Abuja, the MAC and FACOR schedule officers, the lecture officer, the British Council (DTA) representatives and the MAP facilitators. After the opening prayers and recitation of the NYSC anthem, the State Coordinator declared the ceremony open and thanked the facilitators profusely for a job well done. This was followed by commendation by both schedule officers to the facilitators and graduands. Thereafter, Dr. Charles Ejiofor presented the MAC graduands while Dr. Charles Michael (passion) presented the FACOR graduands narrating the experiences, challenges and successes recorded during the training sessions. After series of drama presented by both components, one of the participants was called upon to give the vote of thanks. The closing prayers were then said, marking the end of the training. Group photographs involving the NYSC officials, the facilitators and the graduands were taken.


Debriefing of the state Coordinator and other senior camp officials was carried out by the team leaders on 8th September, 2008. Thereafter, we departed.

4. Inadequate time for the training program.
