I. Background and Mission:

ASASS-Burundi is a youth students and young-adult professionals volunteers- led Organisation, supported by SIGHT AND LIFE, IWITH, and Nabuur  foundations, United Nations Volunteers (UNV), Burundi Public Health and HIV Ministry, United Women for Peace in Great Lake Region, United Nations Millennium Campaigns, Burundi Youth Ministries, Embassy of S-GS XX Global Solution, , National platforms including Alliance Burundaise Contre le Sida (ABS), Global Youth Coalition on AIDS and Taking it Global TIG with of over 12000 NGOs members. It works in cooperation with other organizations on proposals to contribute in the process of sensitization, formation, consultancy and healthcare services to promote sustainable development which reduce public health burden in “Infectious and chronic diseases”: Health, HIV/AIDS and malnutrition “HIDDEN HUNGER”. It operates also as a catalytic coordinator of alliance of these NGOs for the promotion of Solidarity, harmonisation of actions and social assistance in Burundi.

To embrace the achievement of this vision and fulfil the mission, ASASS-Burundi works in cooperation with other organizations on proposals to contribute in the process of sensitization, education/formation and healthcare services to prevent public health problem “Infectious and chronic diseases”: Health, HIV/AIDS and address other essential micronutrient and mineral deficiencies including nutritional anemia, and vitamins as mean to improve living standards of local inhabitants.

At the local scene, ASASS-BURUNDI has been working for the empowerment and assistance of the vulnerable children and mother since 2005 as a charity organization. Since that time, more than 4528 orphans Vulnerable Children and other groups of vulnerable people including women, ethnic minority groups, elders and the poor families within the communities have been reached through school outreach and community based programs.

Poverty is inseparably linked to lack of access to or loss of control over resources, including land, skills, knowledge, capital and social connections. Without those resources, people have limited access to institutions, markets, employment and public services. Young people are particularly affected by this situation. Therefore, specific measures are needed to address the juvenilization and feminization of poverty. 
Hunger and malnutrition remain among the most serious and intractable threats to humanity, often preventing youth and children from taking part in society. Hunger is the result of many factors: mismanagement of food production and distribution; poor accessibility; misdistribution of financial resources; unwise exploitation of natural resources; unsustainable patterns of consumption; environmental pollution; natural and human-made disasters; conflicts between traditional and contemporary production systems; irrational population growth; and armed conflicts.
UNASASS empowers young leaders and all people so that they might take up a leadership role in addressing the most important issues which affect their lives, peers, families, communities, countries and the world. To do this, they will be equipped and supported with opportunities they need in key areas, to complement their energy and motivation.

II. RELIEF AND DEVELOPMENT NGOs UNIVERSAL STRATEGIC PARTNERSHIP ON MDGs “2008-2014”
Partnership Introduction:

When we look at MDGs in great lake region, we find that the timeline deadline is speedily approaching.  With MDGs 2008 the half way mark if the MDGs just a few days away, hopes of Africa ever meeting the MDGs by the set deadline continue to decline.  Development Experts contend that there has been progress, slow though, but warn that if the same pace is maintained, overall, the continent will not achieve the MDs target of 2015.  

Only a handful of countries on the continent have moved forward in addressing poverty- they include Senegal, Mozambique, Burkina Faso and Uganda (by Houghton Irungu, the pan-African policy Advisor for OXFAM in AFRICA MDGs News January 2007)
the UNGASS  Reports (Burundi  National Youth Shadow Reports for the 2008 for review of the United Nations General Assembly Special Session holed in New York during World Aids conference 2008) for Burundi and in other countries, February-may 2008 findings show that MDGs targets in Burundi are far from being met.  
Burundians live in the extreme poverty, under 1$ a day, high prevalence of infectious and chronic diseases, gender inequality, vague policies or unclear, lack of right policy of sensitization campaigns and education/training, lack of youth policies, unclear representation of youth in government structures, youth problems related to funds distribution, higher rates of  discrimination and stigmatization of vulnerable, little rate of trained and educated person /lack power man and human resource capable, lack of working in transparency in all structures from the government to the society civil Organisations, so,  Millennium development Goals achievement in Burundi as well as in central region  is not expected by 2015 if things do not change and efforts are not doubled.

Join together for Improving economic, living standards and bringing  Education and training initiatives to scale often requires massive collaboration between Stakeholders, coalition, network, individuals , United Nations Agencies, the government as well as a coordinated effort among international corporation, foundation, business institution both in the private and public sectors .
