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APPLICATION FOR GRANT WRITING/FUNDRAISING E-COURSE

As part of GYCA's capacity-building efforts, we will be providing a free e-course on Grant Writing/Fundraising from Monday, November 17 to Thursday, December 18, 2008.  

This four-week e-course is a peer-to-peer training to educate young people about effective fundraising methodology. The course will give young people a chance to acquire adequate skills, and provide them with tools to write an effective funding proposal. The course focuses around the following areas:

1) Importance of grant writing,

2) Learning the “do’s and don’ts” of a convincing proposal and gaining persuasive writing tips,

3) Providing resources for finding grants,

4) Effective fundraising strategies.

The e-course will take four weeks and require at least 6-8 hours of work per week.  Participants are expected to be dedicated and committed to the course. Participants will end the course with a grant proposal or an abstract. The course is solely for people who are actively interested in learning about fundraising and grant writing. Participants will be encouraged to share their experiences about previous knowledge and skills in this area. 
Criteria for a certificate of course completion is as follows: 
· Submit answers to weekly questions by the weekly deadlines in order to complete your final grant proposal,
· Contribute meaningfully to the discussion board at least once a week; engage in dialogue with other participants during class chats and whenever else appropriate,
· Final grant proposal should be completed and satisfactory (all questions answered fully and coherently).
It is crucial that if you are considering applying, you must be committed to follow up post-course.  We urge students to communicate with the course facilitator about the progress of implementing the information you learned. 
If you will be busy with time-consuming projects or if you are travelling throughout November/December with little or no Internet access
 – do not apply!

The deadline for submission is Sunday, November 9, 2008. Please submit the following application as a Microsoft Word attachment (do not paste it in the body of your e-mail!) to: grantwriting@youthaidscoalition.org
Selected participants will be notified by or on Monday, November 17. Please make sure that you have internet/computer access during these days!  If we don’t hear from you, we will be forced to give people on the waitlist a chance.  People who are not selected are 

encouraged to reapply next time and to note that they are re-applying in their application, as they will be given priority.

MEET THE INSTRUCTOR:
Reshma Pattni:  Reshma Pattni is a Program Officer for the Global Youth Coalition on HIV/AIDS.  Reshma has extensive experience working on youth issues and capacity-building initiatives. Before coming to GYCA, she worked as a Research Assistant at the Vera Institute of Justice. She was part of a team that explored issues regarding the enrollment of New York City foster children in clinical trials for pediatric HIV/AIDS treatment during the late 1980’s and 90’s. Prior to this, she held the position of Program Coordinator at iMentor, a youth e-mentoring program based in New York City. A recent graduate of Swarthmore College, Reshma majored in psychology, and held several leadership positions, including serving on the board of the campus Women's Resource Center. 

Reshma was a founding member, and currently serves on the Board of Directors, of Girls International Forum (GIF), a non-profit organization that works to inspire and empower girls to be active globally in changing policies that affect them. For the past several years, she has served as a Woman Mentor Leader with GIF, mentoring GIF's leadership team of girls from the U.S. and Canada, and serving as a resource for the women mentors of GIF's international teams.
