2) Narrative: Narrative must address each of the Selection Criteria (Significance, Impact, and Influence), responding where appropriate to the questions under each criterion. The narrative should be a maximum of five (5) single-spaced typed pages with 12-point or larger font size and 1-inch margins. 

3) References: Provide contact information for three (3) persons willing to serve as references. References should know the applicant’s work well and cannot be employed by the applicant.

4) Supporting Materials: Applicants have the option of submitting one (1) additional item that helps describe their work and its impact. Items that require extensive review time are strongly discouraged. If the item cannot be submitted electronically with the application, it should be clearly labeled with the applicant’s name and a contact number and/or email address and mailed to The E Pluribus Unum Prizes, National Center on Immigrant Integration Policy, Migration Policy Institute, 1400 16th Street NW, Suite 300, Washington, DC 20036. Supporting materials will not be returned.
