Sharing Youth Activities

India: 

-In Bali, Katrikeya was the only Indian youth delegation

-After going home, Indian Youth Climate Network was organized, which is the platform to connect youth willing to do actions and share information.　
-it grew to have 1700 people in the network in 10 months (wow!)

-Summit conference was organized and held to create youth vision on climate with the cooperation of professors and students.

-delegations to COP were organized.

-feel more needs to bring delegations from all over Asia.

-Campus Climate Challenge has started providing training sessions on climate science and media tactics. Students are now actively working in the field such as banning plastic.

Nepal: 
-It is difficult to have campaigns run by youths, there are lots of turnovers and activities do not continue as hoped.

-Youth Summit was held in Kathmandu last year, and is about to be held on Dec. 6th. Willing to organize at the South Asian level.
-Information sharing will be helpful.

China:

-within CYCN, 200 universities are involved. CYCN has about 10 staff, with Beijing University as an advisor. GHG inventory has been done by 20 universities.

-Green Student Forum connects 100 student organizations.

-in Hong Kong, there is a Hong Kong Climate Coalition, empowering youths.

-at Beijing university, students and alumni are also trained on research field (low-carbon technology, etc) in cooperation with WWF.

-Solar Generation in China does not have a stable action. It has an educational program to educate primary school children.

Japan:

-Various activities including the bicycle caravan and student EMS (brochures were distributed)

-Campus Climate Challenge has started and growing rapidly.

Korea:

-UNEP Angels

Singapore:

-Eco-Singapore has been launched for 6 years.

-organizing a national forum for youth every other year.

-Environmental workshop at elementary school.

-there is no national youth environmental network within Singapore.

Belgium

-working with ministry of environment to create educational tools for children on sustainability studies.

-working at the political level (youth positions on climate change discussion)

Vietnam

-International abroad Vietnamese youths

-conference in Brussel, focusing on sustainability.

-Putting pressures on government about climate change (much at political level)

Australia

-various campaigns to fight against climate change

-fighting for AOSIS nations

-campaigns to stop exporting coal

Others (presented by Midori)

-ban plastic use on campus in Malaysia

-no national network in the Philippines, but about to have one.

-Mongolia: small networking organizations

-British Council has recently started working for environmental young activists in Asia.
