PROPOSAL FOR HOPE 2009

TARGET: TEENAGE&ADOLESCENT GIRLS, SINGLE MOTHERS&LESS PRIVELEDGED WOMEN; PEOPLE LIVING WITH HIV/AIDS

INTRODUCTION/BACKGROUND: Twenty years after the first clinical evidence of AIDS was reported, it has become the most devastating disease humankind has ever faced. Since the outbreak of this epidemic, over 60 million people have been infected with the virus. HIV/AIDS is now the leading cause of death in Sub-Saharan Africa and indeed Nigeria, it is said to be the fourth biggest killer. Interestingly, developing countries including Nigeria accounts for majority of new infections, which occur among the young adults, with young women especially vulnerable to the disease. Here in Nigeria, the rate of infection as continued to increase in a binomial succession in most parts of the country although in some parts there is a significant reduction which as been attributed to a decline in risky behaviour. Given the high incidence of the disease in Nigeria, the truth of its reality and then of course the lack of cure for it so far, every restraint necessary must be exercised towards warding off or at least reducing the growing trend of the epidemic by assisting the already infected and affected. This means that all hands must be on deck in fighting this scourge. Nigeria is the world’s most populous black nation, with a population estimated at well over 140 million in 2006. Fearfully, the rate of infection is no longer restricted to the so-called ‘high-risk group’ but has progressively extended to the general population. Nigeria is too strategic that if it is ravaged by HIV/AIDS, the rest of Africa will of necessity be affected in more important ways than one. The fear here is that given the dynamic nature of HIV/AIDS and the vulnerability of the most active population of the economy i.e. people within the age range of 15 – 45 years, if no urgent deliberate step is taken to assist PLWHA in ways that could mitigate the impact and reduce exponential escalation, we may as well be heading towards a collective extinction.
MISSION/VISION
1) To empower the target group with basic skills to make them independent and useful to themselves and the society at large. 

2) To give the members of the target group who are out of school the first line of basic education to help reduce illiteracy.

3) To provide some basic form of relief to those widowed & orphaned by HIV/AIDS and those living with it.

4)  To influence positively on PLWHA as well as their care providers by eliminating HIV/AIDS related stigma and discrimination among the inhabitants of the state.

5) To restore confidence and self-esteem of PLWHA by reintegrating them in a society where rights of individual would be upheld irrespective of servo-status.

MISSION/VISION

1) To equip the target group with basic skills to make them self dependent and confident thus reducing promiscuity and the spread of HIV/AIDS.

2) To give the members of the target group who are out of school the first line of basic education to help reduce illiteracy.

3) To provide some basic form of relief to those widowed & orphaned by HIV/AIDS and those living with it. 

4)  To influence positively on PLWHA as well as their care providers by eliminating HIV/AIDS related stigma and discrimination among the inhabitants of the state.

5) To restore confidence and self-esteem of PLWHA by reintegrating them in a society where rights of individual would be upheld irrespective of servo-status.

WORK PLAN/ PROJECT STRATEGIES AND PLAN OF ACTIVITIES

MONTH ONE: MARCH 2009

Preliminary arrangements: visit to the project community, familiarization with the inhabitants and identification of the strengths and weaknesses of the target group, make contacts and identifying gatekeepers to seek their support for the project.

MONTH TWO: APRIL 2009

Advocacy visits: to gatekeepers, community leaders, religious leaders, school heads to intimate them of the HIV/AIDS scourge and the need to address the epidemic and poverty beginning with this impending project. Dispatch of project application forms and screening of applicants.

MONTH THREE&FOUR: MAY&JUNE 2009

Commencement of training for first batch of trainees (6 WEEKS)

MONTH FIVE&SIX: JULY&AUGUST 2009

Commencement of training for second batch of trainees (6 WEEKS)

MONTH SEVEN&EIGHT: SEPTEMBER&OCTOBER 2009 

Commencement of training for third batch of trainees (6 WEEKS)

MONTH NINE&TEN: NOVEMBER&DECEMBER 2009 

Commencement of training for fourth batch of trainees (6 WEEKS)

MONTH ELEVEN: JANUARY 2010

Entrepreneurship workshop to assist trainees in using their skills to develop themselves and their community.

Community outreach workshop to familiarize and sensitize communities and organizations on HIV/AIDS and the issues it is set to address. PLWHA and activists against this scourge shall address the outreach on the gains of voluntary testing, care of HIV/AIDS victims, hazards of stigmatization, as well as how not to contract the disease. Emphasis shall be made on the potentials the virus to destroy the entire workforce and the urgent need to live positive and disciplined life in other to redress the scourge before it is too late.
