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Terms of Reference
Adolescent Reproductive Health Services Package for Crisis Situations 
Background
Adolescents (10-19 year old) represent a large portion of the populations affected by crises.  In times of conflict or natural disaster, they are faced with chaos, violence, and personal trauma, the loss of family and community support, and the disruption of school, friendships and cultural and social norms. Young people are often burdened with great responsibility, becoming the caregivers and wage earners at a time when they have lost the guidance of role models and community leaders. At the same time, young people are at heightened risk of sexual violence, exploitation and risky sexual behavior, leaving them vulnerable to HIV, early pregnancy and psychological trauma, among other consequences.

Humanitarian healthcare providers are confronted with the challenge of addressing reproductive health needs of adolescents among other competing needs at health centers, when they might have no prior experience or training in adolescent reproductive health. Moreover, there is very limited documented evidence on best practices on Adolescent Reproductive Health (ARH) in crisis situations and few user-friendly guides that specifically target health provider’s ability to address the needs of adolescents in such settings. The ARH Service Package aims at filling this gap by promoting quality ARH services in humanitarian settings through state of the art information and a package of user-friendly tools  
Scope of Work
Save the Children seeks a consultant to draft tools to be included in the ARH service package being developed in collaboration with UNFPA. Specifically, the tasks will include:

· Review existing material on adolescent reproductive health in crisis situation

· Review draft of revised Adolescent Reproductive Health chapter in the Inter-agency Field Manual on Reproductive Health in Refugee Situations
· Review first draft of ARH service package and recommended additions and changes

· Draft specific tools outlined in the ARH service package

· Revise the ARH service package after review by a Technical Advisory Group (TAG).

1. First draft of ARH service package by early March for review by TAG
2. Second draft by early April for review by TAG
3. Final draft by end of May
