Achieving MDG 6
Combat HIV/AIDS, malaria, and other diseases
Introduction

Combat HIV/AIDS, malaria, and other diseases  is the millennium development goal 6 and reversing the spread of HIV/AIDS and other diseases such as malaria.
The course will allow the youth to think on how they can essentially participate in achieving the same goal at their level. The course is likely to include some online discussions which all participants must be able to attend. All times for such participations will be in Pakistan Standard Time, so applicants are advised to note the time difference that they may have. Participants would be selected on the understanding that their responsibilities will continue after completion of the training exercise. Each will be charged with conducting his/her own training and dissemination efforts after completing the course. The course will be flexible to include the input from the trainees.

Youth form an essential part of the community and it is important to highlight their leadership potential and to make them realize that they need to take necessary and responsible action to achieve the MDG targets. This course will highlight on what the youth from different countries can do in sharing their knowledge and their experience with other people and how they can develop different projects under the same.

—To acquire or reinforce skills to manage different youth led projects under the MDG 6 targets;
—To develop different projects with the youth from other countries.
