Methodology
Each session should have 4 people depending on the audience. If for example, we have on ground 40 participants, we may have 4 groups staying out side and have one volunteer acting as a group facilitator. · The use of some materials like condoms, artificial penis/ vagina would make the visits very interesting.

· It also imperative to have internal preparatory meeting for each session.
