The World AIDS Campaign Global Steering Committee (GSC) would like to invite nominations from youth organisations drawing from their membership, board, affiliates or staff to occupy the seat on the GSC reserved for representation from the Youth Constituency.

The World AIDS Campaign has been established to strengthen and connect the advocacy and campaigning activities of civil society that target governments and other stakeholders to deliver on their promises and commitments on HIV and AIDS. Whether that is with politicians, policy makers, the donor community or those countries most affected by HIV or indeed a multilateral agency or civil society, the aim is to create a unified voice on the need to take the action necessary to scale up the response to HIV.

The GSC is very keen to ensure broad representation recognising that no single person or organisation can fully reflect the diversity of one constituency and we hope that in participating to provide a voice the person chosen will work with the World AIDS Campaign support team to improve communication and links with their constituency.

The main objectives of the World AIDS Campaign’s activities, as described within the Strategic Framework (http://www.worldaidscampaign.org/en/WAC/About-Us/Strategic-Framework) are as follows:

1. To catalyse and strengthen national, inclusive campaigns for accountability on universal access; 

2. To increase involvement in campaigning for accountability on universal access within and across international constituency-based Networks; 

3. To increase access to resources and information to support more effective, campaigning for accountability on universal access. 

A focus of the World AIDS Campaign is to increase the influence of the global south in establishing priorities and opportunities to directly participate in the discussions and debates on the response to HIV and AIDS.

Candidates

We are seeking candidates that are in decision making positions, preferably, within global networks, organisations or coalitions that have national members, affiliates or partners and work primarily on HIV and AIDS advocacy and campaigning.
In addition to the vacant youth representative seat, positions in our GSC currently include representatives of networks of PLWHA, NGO network organisations, faith-based organisations, trade unions, business, media, women and key populations. Ex officio members of the GSC are representatives of UNAIDS and the Global Fund. The GSC meets face to face twice a year. The upcoming meeting will be in April. 
The primary role of the GSC is to provide strategic direction and active support to the World AIDS Campaign. For a full description of the role of representatives, please see the Terms of Reference at http://www.worldaidscampaign.org/en/WAC/Governance/GSC-Terms-of-Reference.
Requirements

Candidates under consideration for becoming a representative on the GSC should reflect the commitment of their organisation and constituency at the global level to the World AIDS Campaign. Furthermore, they:

· Must be able to make decisions within their youth organisation, network or coalition,

· Must represent their youth organisation and constituency.
· Must be willing, able and have a track record of liaising with other youth organizations.

· Must be able to reflect the experience and expertise in campaigning or advocacy at worldwide level needed to advise the GSC and the work of the World AIDS Campaign. 

· Must be able to fulfil the role of representative as described in the Terms of Reference.

We encourage candidates from the Global South and people who live with HIV to apply.
Selection Process:  

The World AIDS Campaign is currently seeking nominations for the representative from the youth constituency for consideration by the GSC Nominations Committee.
Nominations may be made by organizations, not by individuals. Every organization can nominate up to two candidates. To complete the nomination application, the attached Nomination form must be completed and returned, together with the curriculum vitae of the candidate by the 6th of March to the email address: nominations@worldaidscampaign.org or via post (see below).
The GSC Nominations Committee will review the nominations and propose a candidate to the GSC for approval.
