The Foundation’s current work promotes positive youth development through inclusive youth engagement in the arts, environment and in community. It recognizes that all young people need the unconditional support of significant adults in their lives and need multiple opportunities to locate an individual talent and the resources necessary to develop that talent.

The Laidlaw Foundation is a private foundation that invests its resources in supporting youth-led social change projects; strengthening social infrastructure to foster youth organizing; generating and communicating knowledge and advocating for policies that promote positive youth development. It does this through grant-making, direct capacity strengthening strategies, convening and knowledge sharing.  

The Laidlaw Foundation has a Board of 12 directors: Three positions are filled by Family members, at least two positions are filled by young people under the age of 30 (at the start of their term) and seven positions are held by community members who serve at arms length from the family. The Foundation has a staff of six.

The Foundation’s Board meets 5-6 times a year, usually in the evening.

The Foundation works with a budget of approximately $3 million. There is no fundraising requirement.  Candidates may self-nominate.
