Monday the 9th was carried out other logistics in the camp with the schedule officers.
Tuesday the 10th recorded a successful mass sensitization of over 1, 900 corps member posted to Jos. Though as cold as it were, potential corps volunteers listened with keen interest and with our oceanic message sharing on the MDGs caught their interest.
Emphasis and clarification was made on War Against Poverty (WAP), package of NYSC poverty and self reliance strategy at the sensitization point

For both MAC and FACOR, the total of number of soldiers sensitized in camp were 28 males and 2 females, for the police we had 16 males and 6 females, the Man O’ War we had 23 for male and 3 for female and for the NYSC staff 46 males and 22 females were all sensitized on mission, vision, objective and goal of the MDGs. 

Accordingly, FACOR had 123 corps that indicted interested by application, while MAC had 102 corps applicants.
For the trainings: 

MAC had attendants of 74.
FACOR had 68.

Graduation: FACOR after its screening, pre and post test evaluation and trainings graduated 49 competent, determined corps members to re-orientate people and communities in plateau state; FACOR successfully trained 35 males and 14 females. While, MAC successfully graduated competent and serious 65 volunteers (41 male and 24 female). 
For both component all the volunteers were fully kitted and provided with working tools. 
For FACOR we there was 1 T-shirt and 1 manual left.
