Congratulations on your application and successful entrance into the second round of GO SEE UK Competition. 

This letter aims to provide you with the guidelines for the Competition, including deadlines, rules and regulations. Please note that once committed we expect all applicants to stay committed to the full process from beginning to end.  Please feel free to contact us at the numbers listed below for any queries.

1. Background and Round 1: Expression of Interest

On the 25th of January 2009, Minister Strachan announced the Department of economic Development’s intention to embark upon a search to find 5 of the most deserving, young artists (18 – 34yrs), drawn from the Western Cape who are interested in, or are presently earning a living from a creative discipline such as dance, drama, visual arts or music. 

In so doing, the Department has the following aims and objectives:

1. Creating an opportunity for 40 applying young HDIs, who do not reside in the Metropole, to access international expertise, test export capability, create relations and be inspired by international trends. The Department of Economic Development and Tourism (DEDAT) aims to create more sustainable, Creative black businesses across the region.

2. Provide five young deserving HDIs with a developmental trip to the United Kingdom including West End, where they will be assisted to develop relationships with similar-minded young artists, make contact with industry leaders and professionals; and open up business opportunities and networks for themselves and others with the assistance of the British Council. 

3. Each winner will be required to share their experiences at various Western Cape community, industry and media platforms throughout the remainder of the year to assist other youth in the creative industries. DEDAT is also in negotiations with the British Council to ensure further mentorship opportunities for the winners.

The Department has since the 25th of January, been actively recruiting applicants like you for the competition via print, electronic and radio media and have received hundreds of applications.

Those applicants that are not resident in the Cape Town Metropole, and who have demonstrated within their expression of Interest to the Department a lack of access to information readily available to creatives resident within the Metropole, have been invited to the Department of Cultural Affairs and Sport’s Art Conference from the 9th to the 13th of March 2009.

Winners will be asked to make presentation as a group to various community bodies, industry and media over the period 1 June – 1 March 2009. A total of 10 speaking engagements will be arranged, taking into account the winners’ availability and providing the winners with a minimum of 2 weeks notice.

3. Requirements at the auditions/ exhibitions and interviews

· All contestants must register at their allocated audition slot, where you will be provided with a registration number.  You will be informed personally in due course.

· Contestants are asked to prepare a performance or exhibition or presentation of their work. Performances may not be longer than 3 minutes, and judges may ask contestants questions related to their expression of interest and/ or their art work that is  presented. 

· Please note, no instruments or props will be made available to contestants. Dancers only will be provided with sound equipment.

· Contestants must audition/ exhibit individually

· Contestants requiring translation into English or sign language services are asked to contact T. Selani, contact details below.

· The judges’ assessment is based on your product, communication skills and knowledge of your creative sector. Contestants are encouraged to research the creative sector they work in through the various industry body contacts (please see contact list).

4. Requirements at the Callbacks

Contestants called for call backs on the 20th are not assured of winning the competition. All winners will be notified by the 21st of March. If you have not been notified by the 22nd of March, please consider your application to be unsuccessful.

5.Requirements in the UK

All contestants will be required to do the following while in the UK:

1. Create their own report of event 

2. The following costs will be at the contestant’s expense:

· Laundry

· Telephone

· Clothing

· Luggage

3. The Department will provide for the following:

· I return ticket to London from Cape Town

· Accommodation for 9 nights

· Per diem of £20 for 10 days

· Access tickets for all events

· 1 Travel weekly ticket for inter-event travel.

6. Requirements after the UK

All contestants will be required to attend a debrief session where a local facilitator will assist them to develop a presentation for further engagements

The Department will decide with contestants as to suitable days for community and industry presentation sessions over the period 1 May 2009 – 1 March 2010.
