
Invitation to Participate 
E-consultation to set the agenda for political impact 
and visibility for the Youth Force Peru 
From April 27 to May 16, 2009.

The Latin American and Caribbean Forum on HIV / AIDS and STIs is the most important of the Region to exchange experiences and discuss the challenges and opportunities to respond to the epidemic. On this occasion, the Forum hopes to gather a 4 thousand attendees, including community workers, researchers, policy makers and activists from around 20 countries in Lima - Peru 22 to June 26, 2009.

After the chance that the XVII International AIDS Conference in Mexico City represented for our region, we believe it is very important to keep the commitments they made during it, and therefore the need to strengthen the voice of youth in Regional Forum.

The V Forum is a crucial opportunity for young people to advocate for their cause with the decision and expand their participation in international forums.

Youth Force Peru organices an E- consultation of  3 weeks' duration, from Monday, April 27 until Saturday May 16, to develop the message and the strategy of advocacy for the V Latin American and Caribbean Forum on HIV / AIDS and STIs. The results of the consultation will be incorporated in the visibility of materials such as T-shirts, posters, stickers and banners. Young men and women receive training on how to promote these messages effectively through the advocacy activities and meetings during the Pre-Youth Forum (20 -21 June ) and the main forum.

This EC will include the views of young people attending and not attending the Forum. The participants of the EC will also be asked to collect feedback from their peers who are not in TIG or do not have Internet access to include their views.

The consultation aims to: 

1. Share ideas and develop advocacy messages targeted to the action. 

2. Develop a strategy for advocacy and visibility, and develop materials based on the messages produced.

The e-consultation will be developed using Taking It Global and will be promoted include as many voices of young people involved in the fight against HIV / AIDS. Young men and women aged 15-30 are encouraged to participate. 
Instructions for the consultation are published on the TIG. You must have regular access to the Internet  to able to contribute to the discussions.
