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Guidelines for Authors
The authors are requested to follow the following guidelines while writing their paper.
Word Limit:

The entire paper should be less than 5,000 words including end notes and references.
Structure: 
The paper could be research-based or discussion paper which should follow the following structure as far as possible:
1. Title of the paper: Formulate short title for the paper, preferably not more than two lines (Arial, pt 11) reflecting main theme of the paper.
2. Authors: Full names and institutional affiliation; with e-mail contact of the corresponding author.
3. Abstract: Include abstract of the paper not exceeding 250 words briefly describing context, methodology and key findings of the paper.
4. Keywords: Include four to five key words.
5. Main text: The main text of the paper should follow the following structure as far as possible.
1. Introduction

2. Methodology

3. Findings and discussion

4. Recommendation and conclusion (for policy, research and development as appropriate)

5. Acknowledgement
6. References: Not more than 10 references, alphabetical according to authors; include authors/editors, year, title, publishers, place of publication; if article, include journal name, volume number, issue number, pages; if chapter in book, include also names of editors, title of book, pages in book. An example:
Haverkort, B., van der Kamp, J., and Waters-Bayer, A. (eds) 1991. Joining farmers' experiments: Experiences in participatory technology development. IT Publication, London.
7. Style:

7.1 Language: British English; simple and concise language; and short words and sentences.
7.2 Font and spacing: Use Arial font with size pt 11; main text with single line spacing; paragraphs left-aligned and single spacing between paragraphs.
7.3 Headings: No more than two levels. 
7.4 Footnotes and endnotes: No footnotes; endnotes possible but not more than five.
7.5 Acronyms should be expanded (explain if necessary).
7.6 Local names/ terms: Any local names/terms to be in italics and explained; measurement of land and grains in metric system, e.g. hectare, kilogram etc.
7.7 Measurement units: Currency – if local currency is used indicate US$ equivalent
7.8 Tables, boxes and diagrams: Number separately; give short titles; only black and white; do not use tints and shades; 
7.9 Lists: Do not generate lists when there are less than three items; try to stay with bulleted lists unless numbers are required to show progression
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
