Key Criteria for Selection: 
· At least one years activist, professional, and/or academic experience in HIV and AIDS, international health, and/or development; 

· Experience and investment in youth leadership, empowerment, and organizing;

· Excellent written communication skills;

· Proficiency in Microsoft Office and familiarity with online technology (e-groups, wikipedia, blogs, basic html etc);

· Commitment to a rights-based approach including condoms, evidence-based information, and non-discrimination against any population;

· Work, volunteer, and/or study experience in a developing country (not required, but prioritized).

As a team member of a small non-profit, interns will have the opportunity to contribute to the growth of the network, to implement ideas that will have a significant impact on GYCA’s members worldwide, as well as to be in touch with young HIV and AIDS activists from around the world.
