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Republic of Cameroon
The issues before the Fourth Committee meetings are:
1. A Regional Focus: Assessing UNRWA’s (United Nations Relief and Works Agency for Palestinian Refugees) Contribution to the Realization of the MDGs in the Near East.

2. The Outer Space and Development Agendas: Crafting Global Approaches to Ensuring the Peaceful Uses of Outer Space as an Indispensable Tool in the Achievement of the MDGs.

A Regional Focus: Assessing UNRWA’s (United Nations Relief and Works Agency for Palestinian Refugees) Contribution to the Realization of the MDGs in the Near East.
The Republic of Cameroon fully concurs that the United Nation’s Relief and Works Agency for Palestinian Refugees (UNRWA) should receive full and unconditional support from the governments of the countries it operates in; over and above the Palestinian refugees should subsist in full protection of the country of their habitation. The Republic of Cameroon is also content with the contributions of UNRWA in the realizations of the Millennium Development Goals. 
The role of UNRWA in the achievement of the Millennium Development Goals is vast, as it performs measures through which most of the MDGs are carried out, such as by initiating health facilities it reduces child mortality and improves maternal health, also it eradicates extreme poverty and hunger, and by spending more than the half of its budget on educational programs contributes in achieving universal primary education. 
The United Nations established the United Nations Relief and Works Agency for Palestine Refugees in the Near East (UNRWA) under UN General Assembly Resolution 302 (IV), of 8 December 1949, as a subsidiary organ of the United Nations. UNRWA was mandated to carry out direct relief and works programs in collaboration with local governments, to consult with the Near Eastern governments concerning measures to be taken preparatory to the time when international assistance for relief and works projects is no longer available and to plan for the time when relief was no longer needed.
The UNRWA supports and aids more than four hundred thousand Palestinian refugees in the Near East; consequently it is in need of fairly large financial contributions from affluent states. This is the primary set-back aside being an object of political and terrorist attacks. The sporadic strikes by the workers should as well be taken into consideration as they add on to an already intricate condition. Furthermore the Palestinian refugees do not enjoy the opportunity in due course to become an equal citizen in all the countries they settle in. By shifting this overturn will allocate the refugees to abridge their hardships and carry on in a relatively trouble-free condition, and thus assist the UNRWA to function in an improved comportment. 
Hence, the Republic of Cameroon puts forward the following suggestions:
· Allow equivalent opportunities for Palestinian refugees to become citizens of the countries they reside in. 
· Increase the protection and security of UNRWA’s region of function.

· Amplify the financial contributions from financially competent states and enthuse potential donor countries.  
Based upon respect for the principle of equal rights and self-determination of peoples, the Republic of Cameroon takes the equal responsibility ingrained in the Article 56 of the UN Charter and will maintain its position on rousing and supporting UNRWA’s assistance in achieving the Millennium Development Goals. 
2.  The Outer Space and Development Agendas: Crafting Global Approaches to Ensuring the Peaceful Uses of Outer Space as an Indispensable Tool in the Achievement of the MDGs.

The Republic of Cameroon is certain in the effectiveness of tangible undertakings of ensuring the peaceful uses of outer space as an indispensable tool in the achievement of the MDGS.  Our government stands firm on the conviction of preventing an arms race in outer space, as well as reducing space debris which can impact the peaceful use of space to support the MDGs. 
It is crucial to recognize the peaceful uses of outer space as an immense contribution to meet the targets set in the Millennium Declaration as well as the actions called for in the declarations on sustainable development and on bridging of the information gap. For that reason the panel, entitled “Outer Space and the Global Agenda” held in 19 October 2004 organized by the United Nations Office for Outer Space Affairs (OOSA) discussed how the development and space agendas can, and should, be fully integrated*. Alas, procedures are voluntary and not legally enforced. Our Government recognizes the need to generate obligations for this issue which can lead to not only full security of space activities performed by emerging space nations, but also guarantee human safeguard and further development. 
Taking into account the danger imposed by increased litter in the orbit mostly caused by underdeveloped satellites which are launched by either newly emerging space nations or by countries ignoring the importance of creating technologically developed space objects , it is crucial to identify each of those countries as a safe and secure actor before allowing their explorations in the orbit. For this matter our delegation finds that partnership and collaboration with developed countries experienced in space explorations is essential in order to maintain the security for all space objects and also secure collective technological development. 
It is imperative to recognize that the issues of space development should be regarded globally as the circumstances of careless investigation of this matter can impose great threats for all mankind disregarded of race, religion, or level of development. Our government thus believes in the collaboration of the international community to utilize the colossal benefits the outer space provides aside explosion of arms race. Consequently our Republic welcomes the draft Treaty on the Prevention of the Placement of Weapons in Outer Space, the Threat or Use of Force against Outer Space Objects submitted by Russia and China at the U.N Conference on Disarmament (CD) on 12 February 2008.
Taking into consideration the above mentioned factors, the Republic of Cameroon recommends:

· utmost global cooperation to guarantee the peaceful uses of outer space especially in the achievement of the MDGs
· constant collaboration between emerging space nations and space exploration-savvy countries, in due case the highly developed countries should serve as a guide for the newly emerging space states

· obligations for all nations to sustain the paramount security standards of space development

In conclusion our delegation wishes to highlight once again the need of collaboration and partnership between countries, a key factor to maintain security of outer space which should be seen and used as a requisite tool crucial to the survival of humanity, as well as for achieving the MDGs. 
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
