1. Youth Open Dialogue with Salman Ahmad; International UNAIDS Goodwill Ambassador and James Chau; National UNAIDS Goodwill Ambassador for China: 
Young people discuss with the Ambassadors about youth involvement and express their concern about process and status of young people in UNAIDS programs, program planning to monitoring regardless the constituencies of young persons.
