The next S3 Student Summit for Sustainability, with the topic “Adaptation and Mitigation of Climate Change, Action in Developing Countries”, will be held from 9th to 14th of August in Cartagena de Indias – Colombia.  The topic of the conference will be tackled from the social, ecological and economic perspectives. The summit will provide an opportunity to analyse climate change, one of the greatest threats to the planet on the local, regional and global scales, with a focus on vulnerability and impact in developing countries and proposing feasible, innovative solutions to the challenges this issue poses. Students will have the opportunity to encounter internationally renowned speakers, academic institutions, producers, environmentalists, technical experts and policy makers to share ideas and to offer a truly global view on action on climate change.
Preparation to Student Summit for Sustainability

Length and format

You can send an article with a picture or a drawing; you should send your contribution by email. Submissions must be made in English. Your article may not be longer than one page (font: Times New Roman,12 pt). The contribution should be accompanied by a picture with a very short description or commentary explaining what the photo presents. The photo description must be of no more than 25 words. 
Conditions 

· Quotes and references must be clearly marked throughout the essay and properly cited. Any form of plagiarism will result in automatic disqualification. 
· WSC-SD reserves the right to publish and/or to make available to the public the winning submissions. WSC-SD reserves the right to modify the format and content of the submissions for publication purposes.

· The decision of the jury is final and is not subject to an appeal

Deadline 

The deadline for submissions is 10th October, 2009; Work submitted after the deadline will not be considered.

Eligibility Criteria 

Articles will be evaluated for their structure and coherence, for originality and creativity and the use of thoughtful and concrete proposals for actions on climate change mitigation or adaptation. It can be inspiring stories of what students are doing to mitigate and adapt to climate change. We want to be sure we have the most up-to-date, most powerful stories about the impact, effort and imagination that students are making on this critical world issue.
