· Capacity development for youth involvement in SD global governance: run and manage specific projects aimed at assessing, raising and maintaining the capacity of all members in engaging major international mechanisms on global sustainable development governance. This includes: Baseline research (identification of basic capacity needs for youth organizations); Capacity Assessment (identification of basic capacity of ALL caucus members vis-à-vis the minimum capacity requirement); Capacity Development Program Formulation and Capacity Development Implementation and Monitoring.

· Policy Advocacy Services: run and manage its own comprehensive and coordinated global policy advocacy in all major international mechanisms on SD governance. This includes: Policy research, regular policy discussion and consultations and coordinated advocacy and lobbying campaigns.

We agree with the later since this ties up with the mission term of 2 years, except in case of the unexpected.

Mobility enhancement would be vital. By the way, during the International Youth camp, I did propose a Local Youth Service Commission, and I am glad to find the same in the CSD 12. This will be affected accordingly.

If not, please suggest a workable work plan. The YC members up to 30th Sept, and for SWG UP TO Sept 30 th, and so Probably this will not necessarily interfere with the Johannesburg Meeting. The CSD 12   Report and the 21 Agenda are very useful documents and require sufficient time to read. Firstly, I didn’t know where to find it.
August 25 – September 15: Youth Caucus members send feedback on the structuring proposal.

September 16 – 20: Structural Working Group (SWG) will incorporate received feedback to the final structuring paper and post this to the Youth Caucus mailing list on September 20. 

September 20 - 30: SWG will announce call for applications, including role description and selection criteria, for the Youth Caucus Facilitators and Regional Coordinators. Deadline for submissions will be on September 30.

October 1 – 10: SWG review/assess/grade applications for co-facilitators. SWG announces selected Youth Caucus Facilitators on October 10.
October 11 – 15: New Youth Caucus Co-Facilitators will become members of the SWG in reviewing applications for regional coordinators and announce those selected on the 15th. 

October 15-Dec 15: A two-month online mentorship process takes place between old and new co-facilitators as well as the regional co-ordinators. New YC officers discuss among themselves plans/strategies for CSD 13 and other activities. Their decisions MUST undergo YC consultation (transparency and inclusivity) first before implementation.
