APPLICATION FOR PROJECT MANAGMENT E-COURSE 

November 9 – December 9, 2009

As part of GYCA's capacity-building efforts, we will be providing a free e-course on Project Management from Monday, November 2 to Wednesday, November 9, 2009.  This four-week e-course is a peer-to-peer training to educate young people about how to apply the SMART method to plan a project, set objectives, implement it, monitor progress and evaluate the outcome. The e-course will give young people a chance to acquire adequate skills, and provide them with tools to write and effectively manage projects. 

The e-course will take four weeks and require at least 4-6 hours of work per week.  Participants are expected to be dedicated and committed to the course.  At the end of the course, each participant will have a final project plan pertaining to HIV and AIDS.  However, the methodology that will be taught during the workshop is applicable to any other project.  The course is solely for people who are actively interested in learning about project management. Participants will be encouraged to share their experiences about previous knowledge and skills in this area. 

Criteria for a certificate of course completion is as follows: 
· Complete weekly exercises and submit by weekly deadlines set to work towards your Final Project Plan,
· Meaningfully contribute to the Class Discussion at least once a week; engage in dialogue with other participants when appropriate,
· Final Project Plan should be completed and satisfactory (all questions answered fully and coherently) and pertain to HIV and AIDS (or one of the root causes).
It is crucial that if you are considering applying, you must be committed to implementing your project after the course ends.  We urge students to communicate with your facilitator about the progress of implementing the information you learned.  We hope to showcase successful projects on GYCA forums, and your continued communication will allow us to monitor our effectiveness! 

If you will be busy with time-consuming projects or if you are travelling throughout November/December with little to no Internet access – do NOT apply!

The deadline for submission is close of day Mon, November 2, 2009 (EST). Please submit the following application as a Microsoft Word attachment to: pmcourse@youthaidscoalition.org
Selected participants will be notified by or on Monday, November 9, 2009. Please make sure that you have internet/computer access during these days!  If we don’t hear from you, we will be forced to give another applicant on the waitlist a chance.  Because of the large number of applicants, we may not be able to respond to all applicants who are not selected.  If you do not hear from us by the start date of the course, you were not selected to participate in the course.  
People who are not selected are encouraged to reapply next time and to note that they are re-applying in their application, as they will be given priority.

MEET THE INSTRUCTOR:

Suneet Sandhu: Suneet Sandhu has experience in project management within an HIV/AIDS context.  She has completed her Master of International Public Health with a focus on Project Management and HIV/AIDS.  Before coming to GYCA, she volunteered in Uganda for the National TB/Leprosy Program under the Ministry of Health and looked at barriers at the healthcare centre level that prevented the effective implementation of the National TB/HIV Collaborative Activities Policy.  Following this, she also spent time in Malawi working with Southern African AIDS Trust to build the programming capacity of a partner community based organization called Friends of AIDS Support Trust.  She has experience developing programs in the areas of youth and women’s empowerment, home-based care, peer education and orphans and vulnerable children.  Her experience with e-courses was developed through her involvement as both a participant and, later, an e-mentor for TakingITGlobal’s e-course program.
Spending time working with youth globally, Suneet has developed her passion for guiding youth towards taking an active role in changing their communities and the world.  Suneet was born and raised in Toronto, Canada.
