What’s happening on December 5th, 2009?
As first of the three part commUNITY event series, there will be a rapping and beatboxing student and professional showcase hosted by The Kid Famous. It will be held at Brockton Equity Centre, located at 90 Croatia Street (2 minute walk from Dufferin station), from 6pm to 8:30pm on December 5th, 2009. Anyone who is 18 and under is invited to perform. There will be a pre-screening for all performers at 1:00pm, and they will be asked to create pieces around the theme of gender equity in hip hop. The showcase will consist of the best acts who will then get a chance to perform alongside Introspect, Masiaone and UNITY’s professional artists. The most inspiring rapper and beatboxer from the event will be selected to perform at Dundas Square in summer 2010, which will be a UNITY event celebrating the success of the most dedicated youth performers in all our programs.


What is UNITY about?
UNITY is dedicated to teaching youth about how to use art as a positive form of self-expression. The performances will be a platform for youth to speak to their peers about issues affecting their own lives and communities. We, at UNITY, believe that the arts have the ability to engage youth as it is the common vernacular of our generation. By providing an outlet for youth to educate each other, the result of the performances will be two-fold: 
1) raising community awareness and 2) inspiring youth to become active citizens.
