· Are you a young person who is actively engaged in the response to HIV and AIDS in your country/community?

· Do you want to learn how to understand and create change in your local HIV epidemic context? 
· Do you want to learn how to make universal access to HIV prevention, treatment,  care and support a reality for all young people?
· Do you want to learn more about young people’s human rights including sexual and reproductive rights? 
If so, apply for the Towards Universal Access: Young People in Action E-course !
This E-course is for young people who want to create lasting change in how HIV affects their communities and the world.  Up to 20 participants will have an opportunity to connect with young leaders from around the world and build an action plan to mobilise for Universal Access in their community.
· What you can learn in this course:

By actively participating in this course, you will:

· Understand what universal access to HIV prevention, treatment, care and support is and why it matters to young people.

· Understand the connection between human rights and universal access to HIV prevention, treatment, care and support, including sexual and reproductive rights.

· Understand how to mobilise at the local, national, regional and international level for universal access to HIV prevention, treatment, care and support. 

· Have a plan to initiate a project to increase universal access to HIV prevention, treatment, care and support in your community.
· Gain leadership skills to address global issues.
How the e-course will work
This course is an e-course, which means that we will use the Internet as our classroom.  We will use social media – like Facebook, Blogger and YouTube - to communicate and learn from others involved in the course as well as the global HIV response. Each participant will have a blog that they will use to communicate their learning and update progress on their action plan. Social media encourages people to share their knowledge and experiences, to engage in dialogue and debate with others, and to build on-line social networks.

What will happen after the E-course 
All participants will be expected to implement the action plan they develop during the course. All of the e-course participants will be encouraged to conduct campaigns in their own community after the e-course. Three evaluations will be done in the middle of the e-course, just after the e-course and three months after the e-course. Five participants who successfully complete the course and demonstrate exceptional leadership will gain small resource support from the World AIDS Campaign to conduct campaigns in their own community.
E-course participants Profile
· Between 15 and 29 years-old;
· Have access to the Internet at least once a week;
· Available to actively participate in the e-course at eight weeks from 1 March to 30 April;
· Ability to speak and write in English;
· Must be connected with an organisation, group, or network that works in HIV and/or sexual and reproductive health;
· Demonstrated leadership in the HIV and youth field;
· Available to conduct follow up campaign in your community;
· High preference will be given to young people who are marginalised, including but not limited to young people living with HIV, young sex workers, young people who use drugs, young men who have sex with men and young women. 
· Participant responsibilities:
Complete weekly lessons as scheduled actively, including contributing actively and meaningfully to discussions and blogs happened in the blogger, discussion board of facebook as well as e-group.

Complete of all course assignments actively as scheduled;
Develop an action plan with all of components facilitators request and implement the action plan in their community according to the e-course;
Communicate with e-mentor regularly with questions and discussions;
Participate in course evaluation activities.
