DOES YOUR ORGANIZATION HAVE CONSULTATIVE OR ROSTER STATUS WITH THE UNITED NATIONS ECONOMIC AND SOCIAL COUNCIL (ECOSOC)?

The Economic and Social Council (ECOSOC) resolution 1996/31 defines NGOs as “any international organization which is not established by a governmental entity or intergovernmental agreement”.  It currently grants three categories or consultative status for NGOs General consultative status is for large, international NGOs whose are of work covers most of the issues on ECOSOCs agenda.  Special consultative status is for NGOs whose competence in a few fields of ECOSOCs activities.  The third category, which is inclusion on the roster, is for NGOs whose competence enables them to make occasional and useful contributions to the work of the United Nations and who are available for consultation upon request.  Through these, NGOs receive formal rights and arrangements for their participation in the meetings of ECOSOC and its subsidiary bodies.
